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NOTICE OF INELIGIBILITY

Please take notice that in accordance with Board of Education Policy Number 5111 “Admission”, New Jersey Statutes Annotated 18A:38, and the New Jersey Administrative Code 6A:28-2.1 et seq. the following student(s) has/have been found ineligible to attend the Califon Borough School:

The determination of such ineligibility is based upon:



The student is not presently domiciled within the district (N.J.S.A.18A:38-1a);



The student is presently not kept in the home of a person other than the student’s parent/guardian, where the person is domiciled in the school district and is supporting the student without remuneration as if the student were his/her own child or the parent/guardian is not a member of the New Jersey National Guard or the reserve component of the United States armed forces that has been ordered into active military service in the United States armed forces in time of war or national emergency (N.J.S.A.18A:38-1b);



Fraudulent residence or custody claim (N.J.S.A.18A:38-1c);



The parent/guardian does not temporarily reside within the district, notwithstanding the existence of a domicile elsewhere (N.J.S.A.18A:38-1d);



The student was not placed in the home of a district resident by court order pursuant to statute (N.J.S.A.18A:38-1e);



The parent/guardian did not move to another district as the result of being homeless, subject to the provisions of administrative code (N.J.S.A.18A:38-1f);.

Proof of Eligibility

You have the right to appeal this decision to the New Jersey Commissioner of Education within twenty-one (21) days of the date of notice.  Such appeals must be filed and shall proceed in accordance with N.J.A.C. 6A:3-8.1.

The student is entitled to attend school for the twenty-one (21) day period during which an appeal can be made to the Commissioner, but if missing information is not provided, or if an appeal is not filed, the student will not be permitted to attend school beyond the twenty-first (21st) day following the date of the notice.

The student is entitled to continue attending school during the pending appeal to the Commissioner.

If an appeal is filed with the Commissioner and the you do not demonstrate entitlement to attend the Califon Borough School, or if you abandon the appeal, tuition may be assessed for ineligible attendance, including the twenty-one (21) day period and the period during which the appeal was pending before the Commissioner;

Please note that, where no appeal is filed, the parent or legal guardian must still comply with compulsory education laws, and in the absence of a written statement from the parent or legal guardian that the student will be attending school in another district, attending a nonpublic school, or receiving instruction elsewhere than a school, district staff shall notify the school district of actual domicile/residence, or an appropriate social service agency of the student’s name, the name(s) of the parents/guardians, denial of admission to the district based upon residency or domicile, and absence of evidence of intent to attend school or receive instruction elsewhere.
