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NONRESIDENTS

The admission of any nonresident student must be approved by the Board of Education. 

In order for a nonresident student to be considered for admission by the Board of Education, the parent/guardian must submit in writing to the Chief School Administrator:

1. Nature of the request

2. Name of the student(s)

3. Grade(s) of the student(s)

4. Special needs of the student(s)

5. Requested start date of attendance

6. If applicable, anticipated date of transfer or residence.

The Chief School Administrator may deny admission of a nonresident student based upon:

1. Availability of space

2. Inability of the educational program maintained for the children of this district to meet the needs of the applicant.

No child, otherwise eligible, shall be denied admission on the basis of such child's race, color, creed, national origin, affectional or sexual orientation, atypical hereditary cellular or blood trait of any individual or ancestry.

The Chief School Administrator shall review the request and make recommendation to the Board for acceptance of the applicant.  

If the Board of Education accepts the nonresident student at the recommendation of the Chief School Administrator, upon enrollment, the parent/guardian shall follow the rules and regulations set forth in Policy Number 5111 “Admission”.

The Chief School Administrator shall verify the following claims:

1. Residency on all students who are enrolled in the district as “future” residents;

2. Affidavits of Guardianship

Parents/guardians of nonresident students who have been accepted into the district on a tuition basis shall be required to sign a tuition contract.  Failure to remit tuition payments shall be cause for immediate removal of the student from the district.  Parents/guardians shall be responsible for all unpaid tuition.

The continued enrollment of any nonresident pupil shall be contingent upon maintaining good standards of citizenship and discipline.
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
