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EXTRACURRICULAR ACTIVITIES

The Board of Education believes that the educational goals and objectives of the district are best achieved by a diversity of learning experiences, some of which are more appropriately conducted outside the regular instructional program of the school.

For purposes of this policy “extracurricular activities” shall be:

A. Those activities that are sponsored or approved by the Board of Education.

B.  To develop useful new capabilities in pupils that can lead to extension of

      character development and career opportunities,

C. 
To develop pupil initiative and provide for the exercise of responsibility,

D.
To develop leadership capabilities and good organizational skills,

E.
To aid pupils in the social skills,

F.
To enable pupils to explore a wider range of individual interests than might be available in the regular curricular program.

The Board shall make school facilities, supplies, and equipment available and provide staff members for the support of a program of extracurricular activities.  No extracurricular activity shall be considered to be under the sponsorship of this Board unless the Board on the recommendation of the Chief School Administrator has approved it.

The Chief School Administrator shall prepare rules/regulations for academic eligibility and conduct students participating in extracurricular activities.  Such rules shall be in conformity with the state Board of education.
