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MEETING PROCEDURES
  

 

It is the desire of the Board of Education that meetings shall be formal enough for orderly procedures, but informal enough to encourage free discussion and to promote thinking and action. Robert’s Rules of Order shall govern the Board of Education in its deliberations.  

All meetings of the Board are governed by the Open Public Meetings Act (the “Sunshine Law”).  The public is encouraged to attend Board meetings as the Board appreciates and welcomes public comment.  The public must recognize it is necessary that the Board not allow the discussion of such material to interfere with the diligent attention to the affairs of the district as listed in the agenda.

In order to assure full dissemination of its official actions, to apprise the public of the school and educational program, and to hear views of the public, the Board of Education shall provide a period for comments from the public in each of its regular and special meetings, unless otherwise indicated.  The public opportunity reserved during each meeting shall be governed as follows:

1. Basic rules of courtesy shall apply.

2. The Board shall not consider grievances or complaints that have not been previously considered through administrative channels.

3. All speakers shall wait to be recognized by the Board President.

4. All speakers shall state his or her full name.

5. All remarks shall be addressed to the President.

6. Upon recognition by the President, all Board Members and School Officials may have the privilege of addressing the speaker.

7. Comments shall be limited to three minutes, per person, per subject.  If time remains, and by consensus of the sitting Board, speakers may continue to address or re-address the Board.

8. If a parent wishes to address the Board in matters concerning their child, they may do so in closed session if they so choose.

9. The Board will not permit the needless, possibly harmful, use of a student’s or staff member’s name at a Board Meeting, and will not discuss in open session those matters exempted by the Sunshine Law.

10. The Board President or presiding officer of the Board may interrupt, warn or terminate a participant’s statement when he or she determines that the statement is abusive or obscene.

Although the balance of the meeting is conducted in public, procedure does not allow for further public comment during this period.  The public’s cooperation is appreciated and anticipated so that the agenda items can be completed in a thorough and efficient manner.
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
