CONTACTING YOUR STUDENT
 Parents may contact students through the school office (775) 553-2595.  Please do not contact your student via cellular phones; this distracts your student and others from the educational process.  Students are not to have cell phones in their classrooms.  Please call the school office if necessary.
ADMINISTRATIVE OFFICE
You are welcome at the School Administrative office.  If you have a question, a complaint, or a problem feel free to see the Principal, Counselor or School Secretary at any time.  Remember things will not change or improve unless the Principal, Counselor or Secretary knows what your concerns are.  An appointment is strongly recommended with the Principal or Counselor as they are located in multiple schools.  The Secretary is available from 7:30am to 3:00pm.
PARENT-GUARDIAN/TEACHER CONFERENCES

Parent/Teacher Conferences are scheduled in the fall and spring.  We encourage all parents / guardians to attend.  No appointment is necessary. 
Parents/Guardians are encouraged to contact their son/daughter’s teachers and counselor concerning any question about his/her education.
EXPECTATIONS AND RULES
STUDENT EXPECTATIONS

STUDENT SERVICES
504 programs
The Section 504 regulation requires the NCSD to provide a “free appropriate public education” (FAPE) to each qualified person with a disability who is in the school district’s jurisdiction, regardless of the nature or severity of the person’s disability. Modifications/accommodations may be made for such students. Questions regarding this program should be directed to the student’s administrator. 
Special Education Services
Special services means the adjustment of the environmental factors, modification of the course of study, and adaptation of the teaching methods, materials, and techniques to provide educationally for those students who are disabled to such an extent that they need “special” education in order to receive educational benefits. Parents, legal guardians, students, and teachers may request information concerning referral, screening, selection, and placement from the Special Education office. 
Health Center
The Health Center is located in the school office. A school health aide is on duty on one day a week or by phone through the school office.  
Medications
Students must bring all medications to the health center for storage. A parent authorization must be on file for the dispensing of these medications. Students are not to have medications of any kind, including aspirin, Tylenol or other over the counter medications in their locker or on their person at any time. State law prohibits personnel other than a health aide, school nurse, or designated school personnel from dispensing medications. 

REGRISTRATION, GRADUATION, AND COUNSELING
REGISTRATON

· You must complete all enrollment forms.  We must have current telephone numbers and addresses.
· Registration is complete when all forms are turned in and your class schedule is on file in the office.   Your counselor will set your class schedule.  You may not participate in any school athletics, organizations, or events if enrollment papers are not turned in.
SCHEDULE CHANGES  

· Students may only change classes within the first week of school or within the first week of the second semester.  

· Class changes require the approval of both teachers involved as well as the approval of the counselor.  

· Prior to this you must also complete necessary enrollment papers.
REPORT CARDS

Report cards are done at 9-week intervals.  Report cards will be handed out Quarter 1, 2 and 3 and mailed out for Quarter 4.

COUNSELOR

The Counselor is available for assistance in education planning both at the high school and college level, information on careers and job planning, meeting graduation requirements, scholarships, college entrance requirements, and help with personal problems.

Students are encouraged to complete more than 22 ½ credits.  Seniors should enroll in Math as a refresher before graduation.  If you plan to go to college you may need Algebra, Geometry, additional science courses, and a foreign language.
ALL FINES AND FEES MUST BE PAID BY GRADUATION

In order to participate in the graduation ceremony, a qualifying senior student must be attending Beatty High School for the entire spring semester of the year of graduation.  Exceptions may be granted by the principal for students who transfer to Beatty High School from outside the attendance area.
STUDENTS 18 YEARS OF AGE CONTRACTS
Regular Education Students who are 18 years of age are of majority age and are no longer subject to truancy laws of Nevada.  Nye County School District is not obligated by law to educate adults in the traditional setting.  If 18 year old students wish to receive a diploma from Beatty High School, they will be admitted with the understanding that they will conduct themselves in a manner that is of benefit for themselves, as well as BHS.  These students will enter into an agreement with BHS which requires that 18 year old students:

· Are on track to graduate within the school year of their 18th birthday.  (Students may appeal extenuating circumstances to the site administrator.)
· Will maintain a passing average in all course work.

· Will obey all attendance regulations.  Students are responsible for providing written excuses for absences.  Excessive tardiness will result in disciplinary action.

· Will obey all disciplinary procedures.  Any action taken beyond lunch detention will be reviewed by the site administrator.
· 18 year old regular education students, who fail to meet the terms of this agreement, will be required to withdraw from BHS.  These students are eligible to enroll in Adult Education where they may earn a State of Nevada high school diploma, which is equivalent to one earned in a traditional high school.

· Adult students are responsible for all educational decisions.

· In accordance with FERPA, any information for an adult student can only be released to a parent/guardian with a notarized release form, unless the student is a dependent as defined in the Internal Revenue code.
· 18 year old regular education students will sign a contract with BHS.
HOMEWORK
They Nye County School District Board of Trustees believes that homework is considered to be a legitimate extension of meaningful classroom activity to help the student to develop responsibility and independent study skills and, therefore, plays an important role in the learning process.  The Trustees maintain that the purpose of homework is to reinforce, enrich, and/or extend the concepts which are taught in the classroom.  Homework will be regularly assigned to meet student needs appropriate to grade level, subject area and ability.

Homework will be assigned in Beatty High School classes.  Homework is to be turned in on the date it is due, as per individual teacher guidelines.
ATTENDANCE
ATTENDANCE
· Students who are absent more than 10% of the student school days during the school year may lose all class credits for the entire school year.

· 10% of the 180 student school days are 18 days.

· If a student is absent for 19 or more days for the school year, all class credits may be lost for that school year.    NRS 392.122
· If a student is gone due to illness for 3 or more days, a doctor’s note is required.

· Excusable absences:

· Illness

· Appointments (for example, doctor, dentist and eye)

· Family Emergency approved by principal
· Non Excused absences / Not acceptable:

· Oversleeping
· Missing the bus

· Babysitting siblings (or other)

· Translating (interpreting) for parents or others

· Shopping

· Any other reasons for absences that do not match the three reasons listed above for excusable student absences.
PARENT/GUARDIAN RESPONSIBILITIES FOR ATTENDANCE
· If a student is unable to attend school, the parent/guardian shall provide an oral or written excuse explaining the cause of the absence within three (3) days after the student returns to school.          NRS 392.130
· The parent/guardian shall notify the school in writing of any student health problems, which have been verified by a medical professional that will require excess absences from school.      NCSD Policy 0213
· It is the parent’s/legal guardian’s responsibility to attend conferences relating to attendance, if requested by the school.
· If a note or phone call has not been received within 3 days of absence, it becomes Truancy. A Truancy letter will be sent to your parent/guardian, the Truant Officer, and Office of Juvenile Court.  After three (3) truancies there will be a meeting with your parent or guardian, the Assistant Superintendent and the Truancy Officer.  If you have any more truancy, the Truant Officer will take you and your parent/guardian to court.
NRS 392.122 Minimum attendance requirements; school district authorized to exempt medical absences from requirements; notice and opportunity for parent to review absences before credit or promotion is denied; information to parents concerning duty to comply.
Refer to District Policy and NRS 392.210, 392.130, 392.140, 392.144, 392.122 and 392.149
PHONE CALLS HOME

If you are sick or need to talk to your parent/guardian during school hours, you must come to the School Office and request permission to call.  The School Administration Secretary will give you permission to use the school phone, your cell phone or will place the call for you.   If you are sick you will be able to lie down in the nurse’s aide room until your parent/guardian arrives to pick you up and sign you out. Pick up of a sick student must be within 1 hour or less of the phone call. If you leave without the School Administrations knowledge you may be considered Truant.
IF YOU ARE SICK (Throwing up, Diarrhea, Food Poisoning, Fever, etc.) BEFORE SCHOOL DO NOT COME TO SCHOOL.   
PRE-ARRANGED ABSENCES
· Parent/guardian must request pre-arranged absences five (5) days prior to the date(s) of their student’s absences(s).   All forms must be signed by Parent, Student and Principal/Designee.  Forms are in the Office.

· Students will be required to get all assignments at least 2 days prior to being absent.  All forms must be signed by Student, Counselor, and Principal.  Forms are in the Office.

TARDY

· Students will be marked tardy if they are not in their class when the bell rings.  

· Students must report to the office to get a tardy slip.

· Students missing 15 minutes or more of a period will be considered as truant.  Report to the office.

· Tardiness will be reviewed by the principal and appropriate intervention will be determined.
LEAVING THE CAMPUS DURING THE SCHOOL HOURS

· You may not leave the campus during school hours (except for lunch time).   If there is an emergency or an appointment, you must obtain permission from the teacher, the office and your parent must sign you out at the office. 

· Returning the same day or the next day you must go to the office upon your return to sign-in, turn in your written excuse from your parent/guardian or doctor and receive an admit/pass to class. 

HALL PASSES  

· In order to leave class, a student must obtain teacher permission, and the teacher must write the student a pass on the prescribed pass form.
· Only one student should be out of a classroom at a time.  Hall passes will list the date, time, and destination.  

· If you have a hall pass, you must be at the destination listed on the pass.  If you are not, you are subject to a referral to the Principal which may result in the loss of your hall pass privileges. 

· There is to be no running or shouting in the halls, or the use of obscene language anywhere on the school grounds.
VISITORS
· Students are NOT permitted to bring visitors to school.  This includes siblings, babies, relatives or friends.  

· All visitors with an appointment must use the front entrance to enter the school and sign in at the main office.  All visitors must wear a visitor pass during their entire time at the school and return it to the main office when they leave.

· All visitors, whether former students or friends, may only visit 1 time per quarter, only at lunch time and must have school office approval. 
DAILY/WEEKLY/MONTHLY

DAILY ANNOUNCEMENTS
· Have any announcements at the office by 8:00 in the morning to be included in that day’s opening exercises.  
· You must obtain permission for any announcements throughout the day.  The time for announcements will be at the end of a period or beginning of a period.
OPENING EXCERCISES
The moment of silence, pledge of allegiance, and any announcements will be done over the PA system by the student body president each morning.  Students are to stay quiet during the moment of silence and announcement portion.
FIRE DRILLS and CODE DRILLS
Fire drills will be held on a regular basis.  When the alarm sounds, students are to exit the building according to the escape plan posted in each classroom.  Familiarize yourself with the fire drill escape routes from all buildings and classrooms.  Do not panic or run in the event of a fire.

For all CODE DRILLS listen to your teacher or school staff and do as they say.
IMPORTANT INFORMATION

LOCKERS  
· Students are issued lockers with locks for their use during the school year.  
· Combinations to their locks are not to be given out.  
· The school will not assume any responsibility for loss of student property from a locker.  
· Students are responsible for their lockers and fines will be imposed if a locker is damaged.  
SEARCH AND SIEZURE  
Nye County School District Policy allows school officials with reasonable cause to search any locker, with or without permission of the student, and that all vehicles parked on school property may be searched by school officials with reasonable cause, with or without the student’s permission.

STORE IT IN YOUR LOCKER OR DO NOT BRING IT TO SCHOOL
Backpacks, bags, purses, hats/caps, etc. and all electronic devices, including cell phones, will be kept in your lockers.  You are not to bring any of them to the classrooms.  Unless authorized by your teachers, you are to bring only your books, paper, notebooks, pens and pencils.
Neither the school nor the district can assume any responsibility for items stored in these facilities.  Refer to District Policy
ELECTRONIC DEVICES

NO Cell phones, IPods, MP3 Players, Radios, C.D. players, headphones, IPads, etc. are allowed during school classes.  They may be used before or after school and during lunch only.  Unless directed by the teacher of that class.

CELLULAR PHONES
When a student uses a cellular phone or another communication device during the school day or at a school activity, it may not be used for illicit activities.  Therefore, staff members may monitor usage and if there is reasonable cause to suspect that a student’s phone is being used in an illicit manner, the contents of the phone may be examined by staff.  

Do not use your Cell phones during school hours (Advisory – 4th period and 5th – 7th period).

PERSONAL VEHICLES AND SCHOOL BUS
STUDENT PARKING AND DRIVING RULES 
· Parking in the BHS parking lot is a privilege. 

· All student vehicles will be parked in the Front Main Parking Lot.  This includes all cars, trucks, street legal motorcycles.  
· All vehicles must be licensed with the State of Nevada.
· There will be NO ATVs, Quads, Motorcycles, etc or off road vehicles on school grounds.

· Students are reminded to drive carefully and obey traffic regulations.  Speed limits in school zones are 5 mph.  If a staff member observes you driving in an unsafe manner they will bring it to your attention and the attention of the principal.  
· Students must show valid proof of Registration, Insurance and Driver’s License to drive and park on school property.
· Students are not to be passengers in another student’s vehicle without registered owners and parents of both students and principal’s written permission. 
· Any vehicles parked on school property and not registered with the office may result in Sheriff’s Office being called and vehicle being towed.
· Any misuse of vehicle on school property or on adjoining road, such as spinning wheels, burning rubber, blowing horns, slamming brakes, gunning engines, roaring muffler, etc. will result in immediate suspension of the students’ driving privilege.
· If attendance becomes a problem, parking privileges will be revoked.  Students are expected to be in all classes and on time.
· Failure to follow these rules will result in the loss of your privilege to drive on campus.
SCHOOL BUSES  
· Riding the bus is a privilege, not a right.
· Students who ride school buses must follow the rules as explained by the driver.  
· Unacceptable behavior will be handled by administration at the school.  

· Unacceptable behavior could result in the loss of your bus riding privilege.

· NO Students living in Beatty have regular bus riding privileges.  If you live in Beatty 
DO NOT get on the regular bus.

· You are not allowed to ride the Activity bus if you are not in sports, tutoring or another school activity after school.  You must get on the regular bus after school.  
SKATEBOARDS – BICYCLES – SCOOTERS…. 

· Skateboards, scooters and bicycles are not to be ridden on the sidewalk, driveways or parking lots during school hours.  

· Your skateboard, scooter or bicycle will be subject to confiscation if you violate this rule.

VIOLATIONS

VIOLATIONS BEFORE AND AFTER SCHOOL     NRS 453.3345 
Students are subject school disciplinary rules and regulations from one hour before school begins, which includes being at the bus stop, to one hour after school is dismissed on scheduled school days.  Unlawful acts or violations of school policies during these hours, on or within 1000 feet of school property, will be subject to disciplinary action with the possibility of legal action.  This includes but is not limited to battery, harassment, sexual harassment, and theft, possession/use/distribution of tobacco products, and alcohol or controlled substances, and possession/use of a weapon.

FIGHTING  -  HAZING  
· All students must be aware that the hazing of other students or fighting during school hours, on the school grounds, on the school bus or at any school activity is absolutely unnecessary and will not be tolerated.

SMOKING           NRS 202.2491, 202.2493, 453.3345
Smoking is unlawful on or within 1000 feet of school property, which includes school grounds, bus stops and school functions.   If a student is referred for smoking or chewing tobacco, the following procedure will be followed:
First offense
Mandatory parent conference; suspension from all extra curricular activities and 1 day suspension 

Second Offense

Mandatory parent meeting; 3-5 day suspension
Further Offenses

Mandatory parent meeting; 5 – 10 days suspension; 

Recommended to the superintendent for expulsion

FOOD AND DRINK 

· No Energy Drinks are allowed in school.

· There is to be no food or beverages in any building except the cafeteria or designated areas.  

· Please dispose of candy wrappers, paper, cans and bottles appropriately when eating or drinking in the cafeteria or designated area.

DAMAGE OF SCHOOL PROPERTY  

· Students are to respect and care for their school and its fixtures.  

· Intentional destruction of school property will result in suspension from school and you will be required to pay all damages.  

· If damage is done accidentally through engagement of activities that are improper, you may also have to pay for any damages done.  

· Writing or marking on desks, tables, chairs, lockers, walls, doors, flooring and carpet is considered damage to school property.
SCHOOL TEXTBOOKS AND LIBRARY FINES
All school and library fines must be paid from the prior school year and throughout the present school year in order for a student to be eligible to participate in any extra-curricular or athletic activities.
· Students/parents are responsible for any damages or loss of textbooks and library books issued to students, regardless of the cause of loss or damage.

· Satisfactory settlement will be required for lost or damaged books.

· Students/parents will be notified as to the amount owed.

· ALL BOOKS MUST BE RETURNED AND ALL FINES AND FEES MUST BE PAID BEFORE GRADUATION.  Diplomas may be held if fines are not paid.

Lab fees will be charged to students for materials used in class projects that they will keep.  
TEXTBOOKS

Students will be issued textbooks needed for all their classes.  There may be class changes during the first few weeks of school, so if a student finds they have been issued textbooks they do not need, they should bring them back to the teacher and have the teacher sign it was returned.
1. Cover all your textbooks.

2. Print your name on the inside cover of the textbook in the space provided.

3. Books must be returned in reasonably the same condition or you will be charged for damages.

4. Check each textbook for damages.

5. If the book is lost or damaged beyond repair, there is a charge for the full price of the textbook.

6. Hang onto your books at all times.  Don’t store them in your classroom.  If it is lost or vandalized, you are responsible.

7. If you are dropping a class or checking out of school, textbooks must be returned to the teacher immediately.
8. You are responsible for the books issued to you until they are returned.
PUBLIC DISPLAYS OF AFFECTION (PDA)
· While the school is a place for socialization as well as a place for learning, you must remember that there is a time and place for everything.  
· Please show the proper respect for relationships.  Inappropriate displays of affection on the school grounds or at school activities will result in a referral to the Principal.  

· Holding hands is the only acceptable display of affection.  
All offenses will be documented on a referral form and sent to Principal’s Office.

DRESS CODE and APPEARANCE – DRESS FOR SUCCESS
STUDENT APPEARANCE  
Apparel or lack of apparel must not present a danger to the student’s health and safety, be a cause of interference to the classroom order or create a disorder in the classroom.  

Dress and appearance must not disrupt or detract from the educational 

environment of the school.  NCSD Policy #7331

· Undergarments (underwear, bras, undershirts etc …) must not be seen either directly or through a garment.  No see-through shirts and no off –color bras that bring attention to the undergarments of an individual.
· Shorts and skirts must be of appropriate length and no more than 2 inches above the knee.  “Short” shorts or short skirts are not allowed.  
· Shirts
Must extend below the belt line and must not show bare skin or undergarments when hands are raised
· Midriff and cleavage must be covered.  Cut off or half shirts are not permitted.
· Clothing with explicit or inappropriate language or pictures on it is not permitted (i.e. gang messages, alcohol or drug advertisements, etc …)
· Shirts must have a sleeve (no tank tops or spaghetti straps) and cover the undergarment
· If the shirt is inappropriate, the student will remove their shirt and will be provided with an appropriate shirt by the school.  The student’s shirt will be returned at the end of the day for the first offense.  Second Offense, parent will be notified.

· Pants

Must be worn above the buttocks at all times



No under garments or midriff skin is to be showing

No holes or rips are permitted in pants 2 inches above the knee 
No skin tight pants/compression/spandex/athletic/leggings/jeggings
· Shoes

No flip flops any time in school.  Proper shoes must be worn in Gym/PE.
· Head gear
No headwear will be worn in school building, put it in your locker

(sunglasses, hats, bandanas, bandana like headwear, do-rags, etc.)
· Piercings
No sharp or dangerous objects may be worn as a piercing
· Tattoos
Tattoos that display inappropriate, explicit, or suggestive 




language  or pictures must be covered
· Chains

Chains are prohibited during the school day and during all 




school 
activities.  

Refer to District Policy
Dangerous or disruptive items will be confiscated and returned at the end of the day for the first offense.  Confiscation will be for the remainder of the school year for the second offense.
Any article of clothing worn inappropriately:

· First Offense:  the student will be asked to wear the clothing appropriately or shirt/belt will be given to student to use for the day and returned to office at end of day.  If clothing is not returned to the office the student/parent must pay for the clothing.
· Second Offense: the parent will be contacted to bring appropriate clothing.




STUDENT DISCIPLINE
MINOR INFRACTIONS - CLASSROOM PROBLEMS

· Each teacher will send home a list or talk to students about classroom rules and expectations.  
· Teachers will handle the majority of discipline problems in their classrooms.
· Principal may assign students detention with the assigned detention supervisor. 
· The accumulation of minor infractions warrants referral to the principal.  
By School District Policy the teacher may keep students for one-half hour after school and the principal may add an additional half hour.  Parents will be notified if their student is kept after school.  It is the parent’s responsibility to pick the student up after detention.
MAJOR INFRACTIONS – OFFICE REFERRAL 
When a student is referred to the Principal for violation of a school or district rule, there is a procedure which will be followed in resolving the problem.  Any steps may be skipped and action initiated at a subsequent step if the seriousness of the problem warrants it.
· FIRST – The referral is provided to the principal by the faculty member
· SECOND – The student will be given the opportunity to tell his/her side of the story.
· THIRD – Entry of the infraction and the discipline given will be entered in the student’s file, which will be kept in the principal’s office.
· FOURTH – Discipline will be in accordance with the Nye County School District policy and may include conferences with parents, referral to the counselor, detention, suspension, or a recommendation to the Superintendent for expulsion, depending on the severity of the offense.
SUSPENSION
Suspension is the temporary withdrawal of the student’s privilege of attending public school or participating in extra curricular activities in Nye County.  The suspension process shall be utilized in those instances where the nature of the offense is of such severity as to warrant such action.  Suspension from school will be from 1 to 9 days in accordance with the Nye County School District Policy.
DUE PROCESS  -  Students at Beatty High School will always be given their right to due process guaranteed under the constitutions of the State of Nevada and the United States. 

Students will be given the opportunity to tell their side of the story and have the right to appeal.  The principal and the Student Intervention Team, without the consent of the School Board, may impose suspension.  A suspension form and a document outlining student and parent rights will be mailed home at the time of each suspension.  Any disciplinary action may be subject to appeal or review if the student and/or parent so desire.  All appeals/reviews must be initiated at the level above the officer who imposed the discipline in the following order:  
1) Principal; 2) District Superintendent; 3) Court
ATHLETICS AND EXTRA-CURRICULAR
ELIGIBILITY

· Students wishing to participate in athletics must meet the eligibility requirements of the Nye County School District and the Nevada Interscholastic Activities Association.  

· Refer to your district handbook for more specific requirements.

ATHLETIC FEES

There is a one time a year $5.00 concussion program fee that must be paid before a student participates in any sport.
PHYSICAL EXAMS – INSURANCE 
· Students participating in athletics must have a physical exam prior to the first practice.  
· Students must be covered by insurance.  If the parent or guardian does not have insurance coverage, insurance may be purchased through the school district insurance program.  Parents will be required to sign an insurance waiver if they have coverage on their children.
LETTERING
· Each participant earning his first letter will receive a chenille, green, “B” letter award.  
· After a student receives the letter and continues to participate, he or she will be awarded a certificate and bar for each additional sports season.  

STUDENT COUNCIL

Your Student Council provides for students activities, serves as a training experience for leaders, promotes the common good, gives students a share in the management of the school, develops high ideals of personal conduct, and seeks to interest students in school affairs.  Members of the Student Council are your representatives and have direct access to the school administration.  Feel free to take ideas, complaints, and questions to the Student Council.  If you would like a copy of the Student Body constitution, see the President of the Student body, the Counselor, or the Principal.
