Algebra Syllabus
Course Prerequisite:  Pre-Algebra, teacher recommendation or by placement testing.
Required Course Materials:  Holt Algebra I book, pencils, 3-ring binder, paper, calculator.
Course Description:


The emphasis in Algebra 1 will be placed on making connections between the symbolic language of Algebra and real world applications.  The topics covered are data relations, expressions, slope concepts, linear equations and inequalities, graph relations and functions, systems of linear equations and inequalities, statistics and probability, polynomials, factoring, quadratic and exponential functions, radical and rational expressions and equations.  Algebra is required for admission to virtually any college or university, as it is considered to be the basis of all mathematics.  Furthermore, algebra is a skill that is constantly used in everyday life.  The goal of this course is to prepare students to be better problem solvers, as well as, to have them ready for geometry and higher levels of mathematics courses.
