Representative Gibbons Announces Scholarship Assistance

State Representative Jaret Gibbons, D-Beaver/Butler/Lawrence, announced today that high school seniors applying for the 2015 Pennsylvania House Scholarship can receive assistance at one of his district offices.

The scholarship is run by the Foundation for Enhancing Communities. Two seniors per year are awarded one semester’s worth of college for each of the four years. With college tuition costs skyrocketing, this is an excellent opportunity to reduce tuition substantially.

We’re getting to the time of year when high school seniors and their families are beginning to finalize college decisions, and one of the biggest decisions is how they will pay for tuition and books,’’ Gibbons said. “My staff is available to help with the application process and answer any questions constituents might have.

To be eligible for the scholarship, students must be:
· A graduating high school senior.

· A legal resident of Pennsylvania.

· Attending a Pennsylvania College, University, or Career school as a full- time student.

· In good academic standing (minimum 3.0 high school GPA).

· Involved in extracurricular activities.

· A leader in the community.

· In financial need.
