Include the following information when citing an Article in an Online Journal:

Author’s Last Name, First Name. “Title of Article.” Title of the Publication, Volume, Issue number, Year of Publication. URL. Date of Access.  
Example:
Dolby, Nadine. “Research in Youth Culture and Policy: Current Conditions and Future 
Directions.” Social Work and Society: The International Online-Only Journal, vol. 5, no. 
2, 2008, www.socwork.net/sws/article/view/60/362. Accessed 20 May 2009. 

List the following information for your source:
