Author’s Last Name, First Name. “Title of Article.” Title of Journal, Volume, Issue, Year, pages.

Bashai Tudu.” Tulsa Studies in Women’s Literature, vol. 15, no. 1, 1996, pp. 41-50.
Duvall, John N. “The (Super)Marketplace of Image: Television as Unmediated Mediation in 
DeLillo’s White Noise.” Arizona Quarterly, vol. 50, no. 3, 1994, pp. 127-53.
