Include the following information when citing a Book with One Author:

Last Name, First Name. Title of Book. Publisher, Publication Date.

Examples:

Golding, William. Lord of the Flies. The Berkley Publishing Group, 1954.

Lee, Harper. To Kill a Mockingbird. Warner Books, 1960. 

List the following information for your source:

Look for Publication information on one of the first pages of the book or text. The publisher and the date of publication, unless otherwise stated, follows the copyright symbol.
