Creating a Works Cited – Using MLA 8 
Include the following information when citing a Book with More than One Author:

Last Name, First Name, and First Name Last Name. Title of Book. Publisher, Publication Date.

Examples:
Harris, John, and Aleta Pahl. Endangered Predators. Doubleday, 1976. 
Wysocki, Anne Frances, et al. Writing New Media: Theory and Applications for Expanding the 
Teaching of Composition. Utah State UP, 2004. 
List the following information for your source:

Make sure to include the correct punctuation when typing your citation and include a hanging indent if necessary (goes onto a second line of text). 

If there are three or more authors, list only the first author followed by the phrase et al. (Latin for “and others”). See the second example at the top of the page.
Look for Publication information on one of the first pages of the book or text. The publisher and the date of publication, unless otherwise stated, follows the copyright symbol.
