State Testing
For Grades 3-5

All students in grades 3-5 will take state assessments online, unless specified in the student’s IEP or 504 plan. These tests will be
administered during school in a secure testing environment. While most of the tests are multiple choice, the English language arts
(ELA) assessment will be administered over a two day period, with day one being a text dependent analysis question requiring
students to type their response. These ELA assessments are not timed, and students will have the opportunity to create a graphic
organizer and rough draft on paper prior to inputting their responses on the computer.

The following state assessments will be administered this spring:
Grade 3 - ELA (2 days), math

Grade 4- ELA (2 days), math, science

Grade 5 - ELA (2 days), math, social studies

Consult your MD or Z,
p pharmacist for help, if needed, when choosing the correct product.

Try and remove lice and nits using a special nit comb that comes with most over the counter products.
q WASH AND DRY- items such as bed linens and towels used by the person with head lice. Use hot water
and dry on hot for at least 20 minutes. Items that are not washable (stuffed animals) may be sealed in a
plastic bag for 2 weeks.
SOAK- combs, brushes and other hair items in hot water (at least 130 degrees) for at least 10 minutes or
soak in over the counter product for lice treatment.
VACUUM- carpets, pillows, mattresses and upholstered furniture, car seats.
