Genres
  1.  NonFiction = True Stories or Writings. Not Fake

  2.  Autobiography = A true story written about one’s own life.

  3.  Biography = A true story about someone’s life.

  4.  Fiction = Stories that are not true.  Fake

  5.  Realistic Fiction =Fiction that could actually happen.
  6.  Historical Fiction= the setting is usually real and drawn from history, and often contains     
       actual historical persons, but the principal characters tend to be fictional
  7.  Fantasy= False stories with strange characters and settings.
  8.  Fable= A story that tries to teach a lesson. (Moral)

  9.  Myth= A fictional story with gods or heroes in it.

10.  Mystery= A suspenseful story that usually solves a crime.

11.  Folk Tale /Legend= A story that is passed down from generation to generation.
12.  Science Fiction= Fiction that has elements of real or imagined science in it.

13.  Drama = A story written to be performed like a play.
14.  Prose=when text is written like a person speaks. (ex. Novel)

15.  Poetry=written in verses or stanzas. (ex.  Roses are Red     Violets are Blue)

16.  Drama= written with characters and dialogue. (Plays)

Key Literary Terms

  1.  Characters= Stories that are not true.  Fake
  2.  Setting= when and where the story takes place.

  3.  Plot=the events that happen in the story

  4.  Problem=when something goes wrong or bad; what the character is trying to overcome.

  5.  Climax = the turning point in the story when the main problem is solved.

  6.  Genre = type or kind of literature.

  7.  Theme= the main message, concern, or purpose in a story.

  8.  Mood= the feeling created in a story. (ex. Happiness, friendship, sadness, suspense)

  9.  Plot= refers to the series of events that give a story its meaning.
10.  Narrator: Speaker or character who tells the story. 

A. First Person: someone in the story tells the story.


B. Second Person: you tell the story.


C. Third Person: Someone outside the story tell the story.
11.  Conflict= how the characters deal with the problem.

A. Internal Conflict- when a character struggles within himself.    

                  (ex. Trying to make a decision; overcoming feelings or a fear)


B. External Conflict – when a character struggles with an outside source.

                  (ex. Snowstorm, fight, plane crash)

14.  Alliteration= the repetition of the first sound.  (Peter Piper Picked a Pepper)
15.  Hyperbole = exaggeration; couldn’t really happen. (My purple dog weighs 3 ounces.)

16.  Simile= uses like or as to compare. (Pretty as a picture. Quiet as a mouse.)

17.  Metaphor = makes a comparison without like or as. (The road is a winding snake.)
18.  Main Idea = the thing talked about the most; also called the topic sentence.
19. Rhyme = when words in a poem sound alike.
20. Repetition = when words or phrases are repeated in a poem.
21. Accent= when you stress the first syllable in a poem.
Research Terms

1.  Reliable sources= contains factual information.  A source you can trust.
2.  Unreliable sources= contain false information
3.  Primary Sources=sources created at the time when the events occurred (i.e., letters, interviews, diaries, newspapers) 
4.  Secondary Sources=accounts written after the event occurred. (i.e., reference books, periodicals, Internet, biographies)
