Dress Code Policy

Students that refuse to give up items will face escalating consequences. 


Escalating consequences include parent must pick up the item, loss of item for 10 days, evening school, and/or suspension.


Electronics Policy


No cell phones, no headphones – not in classrooms, not in hallways, cafeteria only. 


Students will be warned.  If the student does not comply, items will be confiscated.


First Offense – Warning, phone must off and out of sight.


Second Offense – Confiscation until the end of the block.


Third Offense – Confiscation by administration.


Students that refuse to give up a phone will face escalating consequences.


Chronic offenders will face escalating consequences
