Dear Parents/Guardians, 


We will begin using a new procedure in our classroom this year to help our students develop self-discipline.  Self Discipline Cards will be sent only after other interventions/reminders have been used in the classroom to modify the behavior; for example, change of seating, conferencing with student, verbal, and non-verbal cues.  If a student is not following one or more of the Daisy Elementary rules, he/she will be asked to fill out a self-discipline card.  This card will then be signed by the student, the teacher and sent home for you to read, sign, and return.


Three Self Discipline Card will be an “S-“ in conduct.  Five Self Discipline cards will result in an “N” in conduct and will alert you that there may be a pattern in behavior needing to be addressed.  Seven cards will result in a “U” in conduct and possible referral to the Administration.  


It is our intention that students learn to govern their own behavior.  However, we know that it takes all of us working together to help build a learning community that will transform young men and women into model citizens. Parents, students, and teachers are all part of this community.  Thanks for your support as we try and teach kids self-discipline.
