Classroom Procedures
1. Line up in hallway and have all materials for class

2. Enter room quietly and begin the Warm – Up

3. Read the daily schedule and write any pertinent information in agenda

4. Raise hand before speaking or getting out of your seat

5. Pay attention to the class speaker

6. Complete all required work

7. Turn in any material that is requested

8. Clean your area and room before departing class
9. There is no eating or drinking in my classroom

Students are to greet me and hand in any homework assignment as they enter the room. They are to sit down quietly, get class materials out, set large notebooks and extra items on the floor beside your seat, and begin the class Warm Up. Upon completion of the warm-up, students are to sit quietly reading their independent reader until the warm-up is reviewed and the day’s lesson begins. Students are expected to participate in the class lesson while reframing from verbal outburst of off topic information. Students are to remain in their seats at all times unless directed by the teacher to get up. For example, they need to raise their hand and ask permission to use the pencil sharpener rather than interrupt the speaker with the noise. Students are expected to have their agenda mates and independent reading books with them and on their desk at all times in my class.

 Drawing, throwing things, arguing, horse playing, disrespectfulness, and running are prohibited in my class. We walk together in a straight line without talking loud in the hallway to and from the cafeteria or any time we move as a whole class. Students are not to be wondering the hallways unattended without their agenda mates at anytime. School wide dress code is required to be followed at all times. Please remember that I keep my classroom cold in order to reduce the spread germs, so long sleeve undershirts are suggested. 
Students have a five minute break between classes to go to their lockers and use the restroom, so students will not be allowed to go to their lockers during class or to the restroom unless it is an emergency. Students are not allowed to carry any type of purse or bags during the day. In accordance with Hamilton County policy, all cell phone will be stored in lockers. Note: I enforce dress code at all times. Make-up work is the responsibility of each student.  They have five school days to make work up for full credit with excused absents, 3 for unexcused.  I will take make-up work for a reduced grade afterwards upon teacher-student discussion. Work is posted on the Hixson Web site, so I will only hand out extra copies if parents do not have internet access.
