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	When Tim woke up, he didn’t want to go to school. He had a bad headache. 	Ginger failed math class. Ginger’s mother made her go to tutoring. In tutoring, Ginger has an issue with Mary Ann because they both like Gilligan. They started throwing paper wads at each other. On the other hand, Sweet potato French fries can be served with sugar or marshmallow dipping sauce.
	
	

	First, pop out (remove) the egg yolks of the boiled eggs to a small bowl and mash with a fork. Second step, add mayonnaise, mustard powder, vinegar, salt and pepper and mix thoroughly. Then, fill the empty egg white shells with the mixture and sprinkle lightly with paprika.  Cover lightly with plastic wrap and refrigerate for up to one day before serving.
