The following is expected concerning assignments:

A. Written clearly and neatly on regular, loose-leaf, white notebook paper in pencil.  You may not use pen to complete regular assignments in Mrs. Benson’s class.  1st quarter I will nicely remind you, 2nd quarter I will take off 10 points, and by 3rd quarter all assignments completed in pen or on spiral notebook paper will be returned ungraded and will be considered late.

B. You may use both sides of the paper unless instructed otherwise.

C. NOT acceptable:

1. Paper torn from spiral notebooks (this type of paper is not allowed)

2. Non-standard size paper

3. Paper that is torn, wrinkled, dirty, etc.

4. Colored paper (you may use this for your notes, if desired)

D. The following heading should always be in the upper right-hand corner of the first page:

1. First and last name

2. Date

3. Period #
