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Course Objectives


The student will:


Identify and create artwork based on the elements of art and on the principles of design.


Demonstrate through their artwork how to use the elements of art to show movement and express feelings.


Recognize, compare and use different media to create their artwork.


Develop a respect and appreciation for the artwork of artists, including classmates’ art.


Study art history and be able to identify artwork from different periods


      of time. 


Create representational and abstract art.


Learn to create depth in a 2-dimentsional artwork using one, two, and three point perspective.


Communicate thoughts, feelings and experiences to others through art.


Understand items that are basic to art media, procedures and techniques, as well as art appreciation.


Maintain a sketchbook for a variety of drawing assignments to perfect their hand-eye ability, drawing and conceptual skills.








High school Advanced Art is a hands-on, multimedia course that focuses on further developing art skills and concepts. Through classroom exercises and projects, students will learn to evaluate and apply a variety of media (2D and 3D), techniques, and processes to a range of subject matter. Students will also explore the significance of art as it relates to personal experience, culture, and human history. Students enrolled in this course are required to complete a minimum of ten finished works of art and take part in two exhibits.

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 Art Projects:


Art units will be given approximately every four-five weeks, although it will vary depending on the project. Project due dates will be given to you for each assignment. Art assignments will usually be due at the END of class periods on the due dates (unless specifically stated otherwise.


Excused Absences: Due dates will be extended based on the number of excused absences during the current project. “Excused absences” are outlined in the student handbook.


Unexcused Absences: Well reeive no extra time.


FINAL EXAM:


The final exam is generally the last project of each semester and it counts for 25% of the semester grade. It will be due on the day of this period’s final exam time. This project cannot be exempted.


QUIZZES:


There will be several drawing-type and othe written quizzes. Quizes will relate to current and previous topics. A quiz may be ginen at any time during any class period – immediately after a lecture, at the beginning or end of a class, etc. There will be no make-up quizzes. Quizzes qill be given only to those students who are present when the quizzes are passed out . Unexcused students will receive a “0”. Sketchbook assignments count as quiz grades.


PROCESS JOURNAL ASSIGNMENTS


IN SKETCHBOOK: 


A list of sketchbook assignments will be provided at the beginning of each unit. There will be a minimum of 5 sketchbook assignments in a 9-week period with daily assignments in class as well. These assignments count the same as quizzes.
