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Course Description:

This SL Theatre Program will enable theatre students to use stimuli from a variety of sources to experience, participate in, perform, analyze, create and appreciate the nature and value of Theatre and theatrical styles, practices and theories from around the world as individual artists, ensemble members, and as a critical audience.  The objectives of the Theatre program are met through the three interrelated areas of study: Theatre in the making, Theatre in Performance, and Theatre in the World, and an independent project and the systematic keeping of a theatre journal via the Developmental Workbook.
Requirements other than the final IB assessments

· Journal

Students are to keep a journal detailing their involvement in the class , theatre  experiences and cultures outside of class.  The journal is to be a record of their achievements as well as failures and a place for them to engage critically with a wide range of theatre practices and ideas.     

· Play Critiques

Students are required to see at least two productions a semester; one is to be a non-Signal Mtn. production.  Students are then to write play critiques/review about the productions in journals and in an essay/review format following the IB guidelines.  
· Character portfolio project 
· Involvement 

Students are required to be significantly involved in at least one production each semester in any capacity (performance or tech based) at school or with another theatre company over the course of their two years in Theatre IB.  Students are to record their experience in their journal.  (including but not limited to pics, vids and journals)
· Bi-Weekly Assignments: Students are to read a play bi-weekly students turn in play cards with info regarding, setting, characters, plot and a summary\review. 

· Students will audition for all school productions as well as s.e.t.c. and TTA. See instructor for conflict issues.
· Attend s.e.t.c. Theatre conference. See instructor for conflict issues.
Students will receive a DP SL course outline detailing the parameters and structure of DP path. Students will receive handout information regarding ALL IB \DP assessments and rubrics. DP assessments take place in year two of DP course.
