Internet access is available to students and teachers in St. Charles School.  St. Charles School provides the use of computer facilities and Internet access for education use only.

Privileges – The use of the Internet and network of computers at St. Charles is a privilege, not a right, and inappropriate use will result in a cancellation of those privileges.

INTERNET – TERMS AND CONDITIONS OF USE

Acceptable Use

· Network and computing services at St. Charles School are provided primarily to support the mission of
        St. Charles School.
· Network users must have express written consent from a parent or legal guardian to access the school network, Internet usage, and material.
· There are no costs to the students for accessing the network or the Internet.  
· No programs may be downloaded and/or installed onto a workstation without authorization from the teacher and/or network administrator.
· Authorship rights must be respected.  Internet resources must be cited using appropriate standards and all copyright must be honored.
· Observe safety guidelines for use of the Internet:  Do not reveal your personal address or phone number, or such information regarding other members of the school community.
· Note that electronic mail (e-mail) is not guaranteed to be private.  People who operate the system do have access to all mail.  Messages relating to or in support of illegal activities may be reported to the authorities.  
· Do not use the network in such a way that you would disrupt the use of the network by other users.
Unacceptable Use

The following describes unacceptable use of the network and computing services.  Such unacceptable use will result in the loss of computer privileges for the student.

· Transmission of any material in violation of any local, state or federal law.

· The use of profanity, obscenity or other language that may be offensive to another user.

· Copying and/or downloading commercial software or other material (ex. music) in violation of federal copyright laws.

· Use of the network for financial gain, commercial activity, or illegal activity.

· Use of the network to access pornographic or obscene material.

· Creating and/or placing a computer virus on the network.

· Using network resources to commit plagiarism.

· Unauthorized use, copying or forwarding of copyrighted material.
· Unauthorized installation, use, storage or distribution of copyrighted material.

Vandalism – Vandalism will result in cancellation of privileges.
· Vandalism is defined as any malicious attempt to harm or destroy data of another user or Internet device.

· Vandalism is also defined as any malicious attempt to harm a work station or other device on the network, including altering the desktop or network settings.
