Please plan to attend 
Middle School Open Houses on Thursday, August 2, 2012 from 3 p.m. to 6 p.m. and Elementary and High 
School Open Houses on Sunday, August 5, 2012 from 2 p.m. to 5 p.m. 
 
The Mississippi Department of Health is now requiring all students entering the seventh grade to obtain the 
Tdap vaccination before they are allowed to attend school in August. Vaccinations are available through the 
Meridian Health Department, Greater Meridian Health Clinic, and local doctor’s offices. Proof of the 
immunization is required before students can start school.
