THINGS TO PRACTICE

1. Tying shoes.
2. Writing their first name. If they can do this already, practice first and last with a capital followed by lowercase. Make sure they have a space between first and last names, and are beginning to write smaller.
3. Count objects. (How many presents are under the tree? How many plates are on the table? Etc.) 
4. Just count out loud. 1,2,3,4,5,6,7,8,9,10, 11, 12, 13, 14, etc. 
5. Make/buy flashcards of upper and lowercase letters and practice at least once daily.
6. [bookmark: _GoBack]Read a story and ask questions about it. (Who was in the story? What did they do? Where did they go? Was the story at a house? Was the story at a fire station? Etc.) 
7. Draw a shape or picture on a piece of paper and practice cutting. If that is too hard, draw lines across a piece of paper and cut across it. 
8. While you are cooking or doing something, have your child sit with a piece of paper and pencil. You call out a letter and have them write it on the piece of paper.
9. As you are out and about, ask your child to find a letter/number, or ask them, “What letter/number is this?”

These skills should be practiced daily in some capacity. Skills taught at school need to be reinforced. The more exposure they have to it the better they will get with it. It does not happen overnight, take the time and work with your child in some way.
