ANNOUNCEMENTS

Both teachers noted that the money will be used towards purchasing 25 iPods to use in the media center and enhance the reading program.

PUBLIC COMMENTS

Brenda Watkins, 1520 Hatchett Road, Yanceyville, NC  27379
Mrs. Watkins expressed concern over the large number of vacancies to be filled at the high school with such a short turnaround for school to begin.  Mrs. Watkins also stated that there is a lot of chewing gum in the breezeway areas at Bartlett Yancey High School as well as the Page Gym.  Mrs. Watkins requested that these concerns be reviewed.

Ms. Weathers addressed the issue of bullying in schools and referenced Damian Farmer.  Ms. Weathers felt that there should be some type of program implemented in the schools to address bullying at N.L. Dillard Middle School.

Alice Robinson, P.O. Box 458, Yanceyville, NC  27379
Mrs. Robinson expressed concerns with the recent article in the Caswell Messenger.  Mrs. Robinson stated she was saddened by some of the responses from board members. She expressed genuine concern for the situation the Principal at N.L. Dillard will face.  Mrs. Robinson particularly noted the statement that Mrs. Gwynn should not have anything to hide.  Mrs. Robinson asked the same question to the Board of Education asking them “if they have anything to hide.”  Mrs. Robinson reviewed the close working relationship among a principal and superintendent and asked members to put themselves in Mrs. Gwynn’s place.  Mrs. Robinson concluded by stating she is an advocate for children and students should not come to school under stressful situations stating that stress is already there.  Mrs. Robinson requested the Board to reconsider and do what is best for children noting that the people in attendance tonight support this request.

Mr. Robinson shared similar concerns that his wife, Alice Robinson, shared.  He also stated he has spent his life in this county and given considerable hours of his time to the students of Caswell County Schools.     Mr. Robinson addressed the question to the Superintendent:  “What do you have in place to assure students and parents will receive a quality education?”

Mrs. Baynes expressed concerns she has with the bullying her daughter received while at Bartlett Yancey High School.  Mrs. Baynes stated her daughter visited the doctor’s office numerous times and found that her daughter was having panic attacks.  This was coming from the bullying at school.  Her daughter feared going to school and has recently dropped out.  Mrs. Baynes stated she is in the process of receiving her GED and felt that these concerns need to be addressed at the high school so that other students do not go through what her daughter has.

Chairman Dailey questioned if her daughter had reported this problem to anyone.  Mrs. Baynes responded that her daughter became withdrawn at home and did not want to go to school.
