UNFINISHED BUSINESS
· Football Requests – BYHS – Quotes were shared with the board for purchase of helmets and shoulder pads.  Board approved $3,200 for additional football needs.
· BSN Sports = (1) Helmets w/ mask = $134.98 x 10 = $1,349.80

· Riddell = (20) Varsity Shoulder pad = $88.50 x 20 = $1,770.00

· Contract – Crew Asphalt quote was reviewed.  Dr. Shields recommended approval of contract with Crew Asphalt contingent upon receipt of $25,000 grant funding from Danville Regional Foundation with matching funds to be used from South PTSO.  Ross Gwynn moved, seconded by Donna Hudson to approve contract with Crew Asphalt in the amount of $31,440 contingent upon receipt of grant in the amount of $25,000 from Danville Regional Foundation with funds to be used for PTSO at South Elementary to the extent possible and any balance with school matching funds.  The motion carried unanimously.
· Crew Asphalt, Dry Fork, VA  (434-724-7729)
Price is to grade and pave a new 660 foot long walking trail 8 foot wide.  Removal of sod and haul away, install a 4” stone base and compact it, lay asphalt 2” deep and compact

Total = $15,900

Basketball court paving = grade out and pave an area 60 x 100, 4” of stone and 2” of topping / Total = $15,540

· Maintenance Director Jerry Hatchett brought to the attention of the board a logistical mistake that occurred with Seven Oaks Door & Hardware.  Mr. Hatchett reviewed information regarding replacement of doors on the East Wing at Bartlett Yancey High School.  The original quote omitted a door that was necessary.  The board originally approved $25,855.92.  An additional $4,852.27 is needed to complete the invoice.  Mr. Hatchett suggested he could use funding from the 2016-17 weatherization budget as the door was received and installed.  The board was in agreement.

· Board Travel – Discussion took place regarding the $1,000 that is used for board travel.  Registration costs are not included in this amount.  Mr. Battle suggested that board members submit their opinions or thoughts to the Board Chair to compile for discussion at the next meeting.  Board members were in agreement.  Chairman Dailey will bring feedback to the meeting for discussion.  This will need to be reviewed if changes need to be included in the local budget that has not been finalized.
