Special Called Meeting

January 2, 2014

The Caswell County Board of Education met for a called special meeting to discuss and deal with issues pertaining to School System personnel on Thursday, January 2, 2014 at 6:30 p.m. in the Board Room in the Whitley Administration Building, Yanceyville, NC.  Members present:  Chairman June Dailey, Vice Chairman Gladys Garland, Sylvia Johnson, David Byrd, Mel Battle, Ross Gwynn and Betty Sartin.  Others present include:  Board Attorney Ron Bradsher and Dr. Douglas Barker.  Gladys Garland recorded the minutes.
I.  
CALL TO ORDER

The meeting was called to order and a moment of silence was observed.  
Chairman Dailey reminded the board of parliamentary procedures noting that members be recognized before speaking.  She also noted that we all have opinions and reminded everyone to be courteous as the goal of the board is to do what is best for the students of Caswell County Schools.
Conversations were held with Dr. Douglas Barker regarding items that needed attention.  Those included:

· Safety issues at Bartlett Yancey High Schools noting the entrance and in the science department.  Lengthy conversation was had in reference to the recent report and concerns from the science department.  Areas of concern included adequate eye wash stations, breakage, storage ventilation, water, and leakage.  The entrance at Bartlett Yancey High School was also discussed.
· Driver’s Ed cars storage location.  Request was made to have them returned to the parking lot at the Whitley Administration Building.
· Oakwood Elementary issues with security button to allow someone to enter building while on the phone

· School marquee signs are not being kept up to date

· Organizational chart – Who is responsible for what?

· Salaried employees are not to receive “comp” time

· Payment of salaried employees

· Insufficient lighting at N.L. Dillard (outside)

· Alternative Program transportation for individuals referred to the program

It was noted that these items should not take a considerable amount of time to address and for action to be taken if the board approves them.

Mr. Battle expressed concerns with moving forward and noted that items or concerns expressed do not drag out too long before action is taken if needed.
