4. GradPoint
Dr. Womble reviewed information on Grad Point contract for license renewal.  The GradPoint software is available for a subscription fee, which varies based on the number of connections activated, and the particular content offerings being licensed.  Numbers reviewed include the high school and the alternative program.  Gladys Garland moved, seconded by Donna Hudson to table this item until further clarification on pricing.  The motion carried unanimously.

Dr. Womble was requested to verify if this contract includes all 25 currently being used plus the additional 15 as shown in the pricing.  Funding will be used from 69.

5. Health Module / BOE Policy # 420 
Dr. Womble recommended information shared by School Nurse Kim Shelton regarding BOE Policy # 420 regarding head lice.  Mrs. Shelton has been in contact with Dr. Moore at the Health Department and per new guidelines with the state, we are no longer required to send students home who have head lice.  The board policy will need to be changed to remove this paragraph entirely as suggested by Dr. Moore.  The wording and procedures of how school staff will treat situations regarding head lice are included and will be listed in each school handbook upon board approval.

Discussion took place.  The board was in agreement to remove the wording and this will serve as the first reading of Policy 420.  Ross Gwynn moved, seconded by Betty Sartin to approve first reading of Policy # 420 with deletion of “control of lice and nits” from the communicable diseases or related conditions policy.  The motion carried unanimously.  
The health information included in packets was reviewed by the board and will be included in all handbooks regarding health information and changes to how students with lice are treated.

6. Meredith Miller Contract 
Dr. Womble recommended approval of contract with Meredith Miller, Educational Consultant to present workshop on phonics instruction and data training for K-2 teachers and administrators on August 20, 2015 at a cost of $1,000.00.  Upon discussion, Donna Hudson moved, seconded by Gladys Garland to approve contract with Meredith Miller as presented.  The motion carried unanimously.  
Mrs. Boaz stated the teachers who are required to attend will receive a stipend.  A total of 36 teachers (which include K-2 teachers) and 4 administrators are on the roster to attend.

7. SEC (School Efficiency Consultants) Contract
Dr. Womble reviewed information regarding contract with SEC to provide mentoring and support to the newly appointed finance director.  This group was also used with the former finance director.  Upon discussion, Dr. Womble recommended approval of the contract for one year with SEC as presented.  Gladys Garland moved, seconded by Ross Gwynn to approve contract with SEC at a cost not to exceed $14,750 as presented.  The motion carried unanimously.  Funding was paid from Local on the previous contract (financial management staff development workshops).

Hourly Fee = $150 SEC Consultants

Hourly Fee = $125 Other Technical Consultants

Based upon the current scope for these services, we estimated that fees and expenses for services will not exceed $14,750 plus mileage at the IRS rate of $.575 per mile.

8. Follett Contract 
Dr. Womble requested David Useche to review information with Follett for the improved tracking and inventory of mobile computer devices for this school year.  Recommendation is to enter into a contract with Follett.  Upon review and discussion, Dr. Womble recommended approval of contract with Follett as presented.  Sylvia Johnson moved, seconded by Betty Sartin to approve contract with Follett as presented.  The motion carried unanimously.

9. Chromebooks / 1:1 Initiative 
Dr. Womble requested David Useche to review information regarding the device bid evaluation of the chromebooks.  Mr. Useche recommended using Dell for the purchase of computers for the 1:1 initiative and reviewed the rollout plan for the 1:1 initiative.  Lengthy discussion took place regarding the insurance protection.  Board attorney advised that some type of agreement needs to be in place for parents to sign noting that if a laptop is “lost” it is not covered under the insurance for replacement.  If laptops are stolen, they will need to be reported to the sheriff’s office in a timely manner as well.  It was also mentioned that parents may have the option to pay in installments.  
Upon discussion, Dr. Womble recommended approval of Dell for the purchase of chromebooks as presented.  Ross Gwynn moved, seconded by Gladys Garland to approve the contract with Dell for purchase of chromebooks when grant money is received as presented.  The motion carried unanimously.  
Funding is provided from GoldenLeaf and Danville Regional Foundation.
10. Contract – Angela Lipscomb 
Dr. Womble recommended approval of contract with Angela Lipscomb for CPR training as presented.  Gladys Garland moved, seconded by Betty Sartin to approve the contracts with Angela Lipscomb as presented at a cost of $400.00.  The motion carried unanimously.

Dr. Womble was requested to provide a list of all participants and share with the board.
11. 2015-16 School Handbooks 
Handbook changes were reviewed and discussed for each school.  Lengthy discussion pursued regarding the cell phone changes in the high school and middle school handbooks noting they do not concur with the board policy.  Board members felt that the information presented for cell phone usage did not include enough guidelines and requested that the ECD be removed at this time.  Other suggestions to the high school handbook include adding wording to the meal charges section stating an alternate meal will be provided as well as updating meal pricing and other minor typos.  Upon discussion, Dr. Womble recommended approval of the Bartlett Yancey High School handbook with changes as recommended by the board.  Gladys Garland moved, seconded by Donna Hudson to approve Bartlett Yancey High School 2015-16 handbook with changes as noted.  The motion carried unanimously.

The motion carried unanimously.
