1. Consent Agenda

2. Spending Resolution
Dr. Womble requested approval of the interim spending resolution as presented.  Sylvia Johnson moved, seconded by Betty Sartin to approve the interim spending resolution.  The motion carried unanimously.
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A resolution is required to permit expenditure of all funds between July 1 and the adoption of budgets by the Board of Education.  This request is to authorize expenditures at the same level as previously approved for the 2014-2015 school year.  Recommending a resolution at this spending level early in the fiscal year should not cause problems if additional cuts are required.

3. PTEC – Piedmont Triad Education Consortium
Dr. Womble reviewed information for PTEC.  Mr. Battle questioned what funds would be used if approved.  Dr. Womble replied either local or state funds.  Concerns noted included the timeframe to review the information presented to the board at the meeting regarding the workshops that are offered.  Mrs. Hudson questioned how the workshop attendees will share the information they receive and requested to see the plan for implementation.  Mrs. Boaz stated that there is no cost for the workshops if we are a member with PTEC other than substitute pay and travel expenses.  
Dr. Womble stated that $10,000 was allotted in the current budget and the additional $6,200 would be used from other funds available noting it would not go into fund balance.

Upon review and discussion, Dr. Womble recommended approval with PTEC at a cost of $10,600.  Donna Hudson moved, seconded by Sylvia Johnson to approve contract with PTEC at a cost of $10,600.  The motion carried unanimously.
