UNFINISHED BUSINESS
Policy # 605 – Graduation Requirements
Changes to the policy as agreed upon in previous work session were discussed and reviewed.  It was recommended to change the wording at the end of the second paragraph and delete the last sentence.  Changes are listed below and will be brought back to the Board for a second reading.
Graduation

Students who are serving a suspension of any type may not be allowed to attend or walk the stage for graduation.  Students whose assignments would end at the end of each semester will be allowed to return to Bartlett Yancey High School at the end of the semester after exams prior to graduation.

There is an exception for those students that the Alternative School Program Director, High School Principal, and the Superintendent consider to be too disruptive to the school environment, pose a danger to students or faculty, or who have had multiple discipline infractions during their assigned time to the Alternative Program and will not be able to participate in graduation ceremony.

David Byrd moved for Policy # 605 to lie on the table for a second reading.

Dr. Womble requested that the recent policy updates received be included in this policy prior to approving the first reading of the policy.

Upon review and discussion, David Byrd withdrew his motion.

David Byrd moved, seconded by Betty Sartin to table Policy # 605 until the next meeting to allow       Dr. Womble to include additional policy updates to the Graduation policy.  The motion carried unanimously.
M.Q. Plumblee Scholarship
Attorney Bradsher reviewed the current status with the transfer of the scholarship request.  As of this time, Attorney Bradsher is awaiting a call from Gordon Plumblee.

The board attorney was requested to prepare the petition that would need to come from the Board of Education asking for resignation to be approved.

4. Sales Tax Contract

Mrs. Shelton referenced General Statute #115C-375.2a.  It was also noted that the lead nurse will be responsible for checking medicine for restocking and expiration dates.

Contracts

Dr. Womble recommended approval of two EC contracts as discussed in closed session, sales tax contract, and CPR contract.  David Byrd moved, seconded by Mel Battle to approve all four contracts as presented.  The motion carried unanimously.

Invision, Inc. – Cost $85/hr. for direct vision services and $45/hr. for travel time

Estimated Annual Cost = $33,750

Responsibilities – Invision, Inc. provides specialized instruction for EC students with visual impairments that require direct support and consultative support for general education teachers to ensure that the students with vision issues are able to access the curriculum.

Invision, Inc. – Cost $45/hr. for the development of Braille materials

Estimated Annual Cost = $5,000 + shipping

Responsibilities – Invision, Inc. will ship extensive materials like textbooks, benchmark exams, classroom assignments to a skilled individual to Braille print materials in order for vision impaired students to access print in Braille.

Fiscal Years = 2010/11, 2011/12 and 2012/13

Cost and Timing:  9% of the sales and use tax refunded to Caswell County Schools by the NC Dept. of Revenue for each fiscal year.
Sessions and Carver, Inc.’s fee for the services described is 9% of the County sales and use tax refunded to Caswell County Schools by the North Carolina Department of Revenue for each fiscal year.  The fee is payable upon receipt of the refund by Caswell County Schools.
