3. Oakwood Murals

4. School Improvement Plans (BYHS, Dillard, Oakwood)
School Improvement Plans were shared with the board for Bartlett Yancey High School, N.L. Dillard Middle and Oakwood Elementary.  Based on guidelines from the State, the Board must hear the plans for low performing schools in order to meet the established timeframe and guidelines.  The plans will be brought back to the board for approval in November.
Feedback from board members included not having a parent on the school improvement team noting this is a requirement.  Other concerns shared were to be very specific when writing the plan noting that parents will not always know what the acronyms stand for.  It was suggested to proofread and let others proofread prior to posting online.
5. Exam Waiver for NC Math II and III
Dr. Shields reviewed information regarding waiver for NC Math II and III and recommended that the board approve the waiver for this school year.  Due to the fact that the exam will be given during the 5-day testing window at the end of each semester and that test data will not be returned to the LEA, Caswell County Schools administration recommends that teachers, not receiving student data on NCFEs, should not be required to administer a summative final exam that will count 25 percent of students’ final grades.
Upon review, Dr. Shields recommended approval of waiver as presented for NC Math II and III.  Betty Sartin moved, seconded by Gladys Garland to approve waiver as presented.  The motion carried unanimously.
