v 4 ð Exceeding End of Year Grade Level Expectations 

o Consistently shows that he or she can independently demonstrate a deeper 
understanding of grade level standards  

o Applies key knowledge, skills and concepts beyond what is required 

v 3 - Meeting End of Year Grade Level Expectations 

o Consistently and accurately demonstrates skill 

o Independently applies the knowledge, skills and standards appropriate to their 
grade level 

o Shows evidence of mastery on multiple and varied assessments over time 

v 2 ð Approaching End of Year Grade Level Expectations 

o Demonstrates skills inconsistently 

o Shows progress, but is not at grade level standard yet 

o Requires some support 

v 1 ð Not Meeting End of Year Grade Level Expectations 

o Significantly struggles in this area 

o Shows little or no progress
