RESOLUTION FOR TITLE 50 WAIVER

WHEREAS, in O.C.G.A. § 50-13-9.1 the General Assembly allows for a waiver from compliance with an agency’s rule when strict application of that rule creates a substantial hardship; and  

WHEREAS, a substantial hardship is defined as a significant, unique, and demonstrable economic, technological, legal, or other type of hardship to the local education agency (hereinafter “LEA”) which impairs the ability of the LEA to continue to function in the business of public education; and 

WHEREAS, State Board of Education had adopted State Board of Education Rule 160-4-5.02 that provides English Language Learner rule; and

WHEREAS, the Franklin County Board of Education finds that a substantial hardship exists because due to the precipitous decline in state and local revenues; and 

WHEREAS, the requested waiver will allow the school system flexibility to serve additional students in English Language Learner classes; and
WHEREAS, the Franklin County Board of Education approves the Banks County School District’s request to seek a waiver of State Board of Education Rule 160-4-5.02 for the 2009-2010 and 2010-2011 school years) pursuant to O.C.G.A. § 50-13-9.1.

THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that the Franklin County Board of Education requests a waiver from all of the mandates or requirements as required by State Board of Education Rule 160-4-5.02.
