1. Comprehension - In this lesson, students learn to identify similarities and differences between stories using a “Hoop-A-Story” Venn diagram (see pp. 41-43). (Source: The Florida Center for Reading Research) 
2. The Wild West - This unit focuses on four common core state standards for second graders, including RL.2.9. In the third sample activity, students read The Princess and the Pea and another version of the story, The Cowboy and the Black-eyed Pea, then use a graphic organizer to compare and contrast the two stories. (Source: Common Core Curriculum Maps) 

3.  Comparing and contrasting Little Red Riding Hood stories- Although developed for third-graders, this is easily adaptable for second-grade students. (Source: Learn NC, The University of North Carolina at Chapel Hill School of Education)
4. Marcia's Lesson Links - In this practitioner-developed unit, students compare 22 versions of the story “Stone Soup.”  Note: When using any website developed by practitioners, teachers are cautioned to be discerning decision makers when selecting activities. Activities chosen should be doable, yet challenging with sufficient rigor and with relevance to skills/concepts being taught. Activities should also support evidence-based practice. (Source: Marcia's Lesson Links) 

5. Comprehension. Narrative Text Structure This second/third grade student center activity focuses on comparing two stories, and is appropriate for comparing two versions of the same story. 

6. Reading Activities includes suggestions for setting up literacy centers and activities, including those focused on comprehension and activities related to comparing and contrasting.

1. Season for Chapters - The Common Core Standards Curriculum Maps provides a second grade unit 1 map is titled, Season for Chapters. Although this unit does not directly relate to reading foundational skills, teachers are encouraged to find ways to integrate word study and phonics into the lesson. (Source: Common Core Curriculum Maps) 
2. The Wild West - This second grade, Unit 2, curriculum map does not provide suggestions for integrating phonics into the lesson. Teachers are encouraged to have students identify root words with affixes in the reading as well as identify the syllable types of the syllables in multi-syllabic words found in the text. (Source: Common Core Curriculum Maps) 
3. Building Bridges with Unlikely Friends - The second grade unit 3 map, Building Bridges with Unlikely Friends, encourages teachers to discuss vowel pairs and trigraphs in new words introduced. (Source: Common Core Curriculum Maps) 
4. A Long Journey to Freedom - The second grade unit 4 map focuses on The Long Journey to Freedom. Although this unit does not include activities that directly relate to reading foundational skills, teachers are encouraged to find ways to integrate word study and phonics into the lesson. (Source: Common Core Curriculum Maps) 
5. Hand-me-down Tales from Around the World- The second grade unit 5 map does not include activities directly related to word study and phonics although the possibilities for including word study is great. (Source: Common Core Curriculum Maps)

6. Taking Care of Ourselves - The second grade unit 6 map, Taking Care of Ourselves, is replete with multisyllable words and interesting root words. (Source: Common Core Curriculum Maps)
7. Lesson Plan Resources - Check out this Bedford County Tennessee site for lesson plan links. (Source: Bedford County, TN)
8. On the website for the Florida Center for Reading Research, teachers can find learning center activities specifically designed for students in grades 2-3. These activities are divided in phoneme awareness, phonics, fluency, vocabulary and comprehension.

	Text Types and Purposes

1. Pros, Cons, and Interesting Hooks - Using a mentor text to promote organization and sentence fluency by examining both sides of a job. (Source: Writing Fix) 
2. The Wild West - Building on the shared research in the first unit, students research an interesting person from the 1800s’ “Wild West” and write an informational essay. Students read tall tales, and then discuss where the fiction is stretched beyond belief, and why the tale has been told through the years. Students also read their choice of fantasy and chapter books set in different time periods of life in the west. Finally students will study the art of George Catlin to understand his role in creating historic images of Native Americans. (Source: Common Core Curriculum Maps) 

3. The Read Write Think website provides students with a Venn diagram to describe similarities and differences between two objects
4. Differentiated Instruction for Writing - Writing instruction can be differentiated to allow students varying amounts of time to complete assignments, to give students different writing product options, and to teach skills related to the writing process.

1. Teaching About Story Structure Using Fairy Tales starts with prewriting questions and a storyboard. Then, students construct original stories, progressing from shared writing to guided writing; independent writing is also encouraged. This lesson includes 2 printables. (Source: Read Write Think, International Reading Association, NCTE)
2. Three-Meal Weather is a lesson inspired by Cloudy with a Chance of Meatballs, in which the writer will compose a piece of writing that describes (with great adjectives) an entire day of raining food. (Source: Writing Fix) 
3. From Fact to Fiction: Drawing and Writing Stories- an interdisciplinary lesson/unit, includes reading about frogs and toads, doing research and using an interactive Venn diagram to compare the two, then writing a fictional narrative. Technology integration ideas are included. (Source: Read Write Think, International Reading Association, NCTE)
4. A Long Journey to Freedom is a fourth six-week unit for 2nd grade in which students learn about the African-American journey to freedom. The unit includes a narrative “from the box” in the style of Henry’s Freedom Box. (Source: Common Core Curriculum Maps) 
5. Hand-Me-Down Tales From Around the World is a fifth six-week unit for 2nd grade in which students write an imaginary narrative telling about a time they passed through a mysterious door and ended up in a different country. (Source: Common Core Curriculum Maps) 
6. Here is the unit, Telling a Story About Me: Young Children Write Autobiographies, engages families, too! from the Read Write Think website. This lesson plan will assist in teaching students to develop ideas collaboratively, planning writing projects before executing them, and learning to compose sentences related to a specific topic are important skills for students to master. (Source: Read Write Think, International Reading Association, NCTE)
7. Launching Family Message Journals is a lesson on how to implement Family Message Journals from ReadWriteThink.org. (Source: Read Write Think, International Reading Association, NCTE)
8. Completing the Circle: The Craft of Circular Plot Structure is a 5 day lesson plan in which students explore circle plot structures in reading and writing. This lesson includes both a printable and online version of a circle plot graphic organizer, a printable self-assessment, and a printable assessment form for teachers. (Source: Read Write Think, International Reading Association, NCTE)
9. Terrible, Horrible Days is a lesson on the Focus Trait of Voice, based upon the mentor text: Alexander and the Terrible, Horrible, No Good, Very Bad Day. (Source: Writing Fix)

12.Second Grade Writing Lesson/Narrative Prompt #1 In this lesson, students will write a personal narrative about a time they surprised themselves or someone else. The page includes student exemplars and comments. (Source: Utah Education Network)

18. Story Starters is an interactive, online tool for students from Scholastic.com. 
19. Squiggles is a lesson plan/center idea based upon the focus trait of idea development. The mentor text used, The Squiggle, by Carole Schafer, can be used to encourage creative writing. Student work samples are included. (From WritingFix.com and Six by Six, Traits Writing for Little Writers Guide)

1. Early Learning: Lesson Plans – This site contains links to a variety of digital lesson plans, including several which are focused on developing or strengthening writing skills in the early years. This non-profit site focuses on supporting education through technology and the home site includes many resources for teachers and parents. (Source: Digital Wish) 

2. Taking Photos of Curious George: Exploring Character Through Images – In this lesson, identified as K-2, students create a digital class book in which they imagine what Curious George would do if he visited their school. (Source: Read Write Think, International Reading Association, NCTE)
3. Digital Storytelling Lesson Plans – This site provides a simple outline of lessons in a unit on digital storytelling. A list of storytelling resources and digital art resources, as well as downloadable storyboard forms are included on the page. (Source: Rutherford Elementary School) 
4. 1. Sequence Lesson Plans Check out all the lesson plans found here, but, particularly, the 2nd grade one focusing on retelling in sequence. (Source: Read Works) 
2. What Is History? Link to the National Endowment for the Humanities for a K-2 lesson on retelling oral histories. (Source: EDSITEment!) 
3. “Has the Cat Got Your Tongue?” This lesson uses tongue twisters to help students improve their articulation. This “grades 3-5” lesson can be adapted for use in 2nd grade. (Source: Education World) 
4.  Jazzy Sentences - This lesson is an interesting activity to help students jazz up or make their sentences more interesting by adding adjectives, adverbs, more vibrant verbs, and descriptive nouns. Although a grade 3-4 writing lesson, it can be adapted to 2nd grade and to support coherent sentence development when speaking. (Source: Learn NC, The University of North Carolina at Chapel Hill School of Education)
5. Sentence Carousel This grade 3-4 lesson is designed to help students develop more descriptive sentences in their writing. This lesson can be adapted to speaking and to 2nd grade. (Source: Learn NC, The University of North Carolina at Chapel Hill School of Education)
6. Hand-Me-Down Takes from Around the World -This is the link to the Common Core Standards Curriculum Maps. This second grade unit 5 map, Hand-me-down Tales from Around the World, directly addresses CCSS SL.2.4 as a focus standard in the unit. Look for activities in the “class discussion/poetry” section under the “Sample Activities and Assessments” tab. At this site, you also will find a list of resources (e.g. books) to use, other sample activities and assessments, additional resources, and terminology. (Source: Common Core Curriculum Maps) 
7. Shape Poems - Students develop Shape Poems about things they know. Their poems can guide an oral description of the subject of their poem. (Grades K-5). (Source: Read Write Think, International Reading Association, NCTE) 

8. An activity on Oral Retelling is complete with samples of brief paragraphs that students can retell. No grade level is provided for this activity, but the activity outline can be adapted to 2nd graders.
9. Storytelling Activities: a website for practitioner developed oral retelling activities and lesson plans.

        e. Use adjectives and adverbs, and choose between them depending on what is to be modified. (We will focus on adjectives this 6 weeks.)

        f.  Produce, expand, and rearrange complete simple and compound sentences (e.g., The boy watched the movie; The little boy watched the movie; The action movie was watched by the little boy).
1. Hand-Me-Down Tales from Around the World- In this second grade level unit 5 series of lesson plans, students write opinion pieces and narratives related to the themes of folktales around the world. Students have opportunities to examine poetry, narratives, and informational texts related to this theme. After reading “The Pied Piper of Hamelin”, students collect regular and irregular plural nouns. Students also have opportunities to produce sentences and use adjectives in literacy response activities and narrative writing. A list of resources (e.g. books, poems, informational texts) to use, sample activities and assessments, additional resources, and interdisciplinary links to music and history are also provided. (addresses L. 2. 1 b and possibly e-f). (Source: Common Core Curriculum Maps)
2. Sentence Quest: Using Parts of Speech to Write Descriptive Sentences-In this series of lessons, students create lists of nouns and verbs from their speaking vocabularies after listening to read-aloud stories about nouns and verbs. Students also learn the function and examples of adjectives. They select words from these lists to write on color-coded index cards based on their function and use the cards to learn about and create complete sentences. Finally, students utilize question words and descriptive words, to expand sentences in collaborative group activities. This sentence expansion activity, may also lead to use of pronouns, conjunctions, and adverbs. Suggestions for assessment and website links are also provided. (addresses L. 2. 1 e-f). (Source: Read Write Think, International Reading Association, NCTE)
3. Casting Shadows Across Literacy and Science-In this literacy-based lesson utilizing prose, informational texts, and poetry, language arts skills are linked to the learning of science through an in-depth study of shadows. As students engage in acrostic and diamante poetry writing related to this content area, they are challenged to use adjectives, adverbs, synonyms, and antonyms. Links to student interactives and a poetry rubric are included.  (Source: Read Write Think, International Reading Association, NCTE)
4. Taking Care of Ourselves-In this second grade level unit 6 series of lesson plans, students read informational texts, fiction, and poetry in order to understand the four body systems. They also use descriptive words to describe foods they taste and in writing an explanatory piece on painting a still-life. Students learn how to use reflexive pronouns correctly in sentences. A list of resources (e.g. books, poems, informational texts) to use, sample activities and assessments, additional resources, and interdisciplinary links to art and science are also provided. (addresses L. 2. 1 c and possibly e-f). (Source: Common Core Curriculum Maps) 

5. Grammar Blast-Houghton Mifflin English- This multiple choice question game asks students to identify adjectives and adverbs in sentences.

6. Activity v.031, What-a-Word, has students take turns to select a word from the word bank that best completes a sentence. This activity uses text in a cloze format, with target words deleted, and can be adapted to focus on various parts of speech (e.g., collective nouns, irregular verbs, adjectives, adverbs, etc.). Activity V.037,Ask-Explain-List, has students work with partners to explain the meaning of words (including adjectives and adverbs) in context and then brainstorm examples.

c. Use an apostrophe to form contractions and frequently occurring possessives. (We focus on contractions this 6 weeks.)
1. Sing Your Way Through Phonics offers a plan for the use of an apostrophe in frequently occurring possessives.

2. The edHelper website offers an apostrophe activity appropriate for second grade students.
3. The First School Years website includes several activities for children to practice apostrophe usage.

       b. Determine the meaning of the new word formed when a known prefix is added to a known word (e.g., happy/unhappy, tell/retell).

       c. Use a known root word as a clue to the meaning of an unknown word with the same root (e.g., addition, additional).
Empowering Teachers - This instructional routine for second graders, Base Words and Prefixes, teaches students how to use what they know about prefixes and root words to read new words (L.2.4b and L.2.4c). Although this lesson focuses on words containing the prefix re-, the same instructional routine could be adapted to teach words composed of other prefixes and roots.  (Source: Florida Center for Reading Research) 

Teaching Vocabulary in Context - This second grade unit contains four lessons that specifically address the subskills of L.2.4. The first lesson focuses on the prefixes un-, non-, and re- (L.2.4b). The second lesson uses the book The Life Cycle of an Emperor Penguin by Robin Johnson and Bobbie Kalman to teach the skill of determining word meanings from context (L.2.4a). The third lesson uses the same book to teach students how to use a glossary (L.2.4e). In the last lesson of the series, students practice looking up unknown words in the dictionary as they read The Mitten by Jan Brett (L.2.4e). (Source: Read Works) 

On the Merriam-Webster Word Central website, teachers can find a variety of engaging dictionary and word activities to address L.2.4e. many of these activities would be appropriate for students to complete in learning centers.  
On the website for the Florida Center for Reading Research, teachers can find vocabulary learning center activities specifically designed for 2-3 students. 
This entire pdf contains “Morphemic Elements” vocabulary activities that specifically address L.2.4. In Compound Word Trivia, found on pages 1-9 of this document, students play a bingo-like game that requires them to identify the compound word matches a definition read aloud to them by their partner (L.2.4d). In Affix Match (pages 10-12), students practice matching prefixes and suffixes to their correct meanings (L.2.4b). Both of these activities could be adapted to include specific words from current lessons. In Affix Action (pages 13-18), students provide the correct affixed word to match a definition read aloud to them by their partner (L.2.4b and L.2.4c). In Build-a-Word (pages 19-23), students add affixes to root words to create new words (L.2.4c). In Sentence Match (pages 24-29), students play a partner game in which they use sentence context and definitions to identify the correct affixed word. In Root-a-Word (pages 30-38), students use a tree graphic organizer to build multiple words using the same root (L.2.4c). These activities can be adapted to feature words from current lessons. 
This pdf contains “Word Meaning” vocabulary activities. In Word Web (pages 12-20), students identify all of the possible definitions of a word using a spider web graphic. Blank templates are provided so that teachers can adapt the activity for the specific words they may be teaching.

       a. Identify real-life connections between words and their use (e.g., describe foods that are spicy or juicy).
1. In this lesson plan from Florida Center for Reading Research called “Empowering Teachers,” students learn that words can have many meanings and are related in many ways.
2. In this article, titled “Teaching Vocabulary” written by Linda Diamond and Linda Gutlohn for the Reading Rockets website, there are several model lessons on teaching vocabulary, especially using animal idioms. 
3. Shades of Black- This is a lesson plan from Scholastic that helps students to see the differences and similarities in skin tones and people in general. It uses the book “Shades of Black” and the writing focuses on similes.
Vocabulary - These are student center activities from Florida Center for Reading Research that focus on vocabulary. Choose the centers on word meaning.
