The formal
session is held the second Tuesday of the
month at 1:00 p.m. at the central office
located at 1100 Main Street in Perry. The
work session is held the Monday evening
prior to the second Tuesday unless that
Monday falls on a holiday. Work sessions
are held at 6:00 p.m. at various schools or
the central office. In addition, special
meetings are called as needed. Community
meetings are held occasionally to keep
residents informed about issues and to give
citizens the opportunity to comment on
Board initiatives. Meetings are announced
in advance through the local media and on
the school system’s website, hcbe.net. In
addition, meetings are broadcast live online
and videos are posted afterward.

The Board includes time on the agenda for
individuals to address the Board. One may
address Board members privately during
executive session regarding student, personnel,
attorney/client or land matters.

Agendas for the Board meetings are prepared in
advance by the Superintendent. To be included
on the agenda, one must submit an “Address the
Board” form to the Superintendent’s office at
least 24 hours prior to the meeting. Forms are
available on the system’s website, hcbe.net, or
from the Superintendent’s office. A speaker is
allowed five minutes. When an issue is going to
be addressed by several speakers, time is limited
to three minutes. For called meetings, topics are
limited to the agenda items for that particular
meeting.
