Dear Parents/Guardians:

Regarding Liberty Technology Magnet High School Zoned Students 2009-2010 School Year

No Child Left Behind, a federal law, requires notice to families when schools are identified for improvement or corrective action because the schools did not meet state expectations for students’ achievement.  A state review in August of 2009 revealed that Liberty Technology Magnet High School met all mathematics and English/language arts testing requirements.  The school did not meet federal benchmarks in the target graduation rate.  Consequently, Liberty Technology Magnet was identified for school improvement.. The school is implementing improvements to achieve the required graduation rate.  Improvements include:
· State Department Teams and State Exemplary Educators to work with administrators and teachers
· Increased assistance from the school system’s central office staff and Exemplary Educator to analyze achievement and refine the School Improvement Plan
· Targeted resources from the school system to improve academic scheduling, math instruction, student attendance and dropout rates, and guidance counseling
· Title I Program to supplement the regular instructional program with additional staff, training, and educational materials
· Accreditation by the Southern Association of Colleges and Schools
· Supplemental Educational Services (free tutoring in academic subjects for qualifying students) by private companies that are state approved
· Credit Recovery allowing students to recover failed courses and meet graduation requirements
· Data counselor to identify/track students who are at greatest risk of dropping out and academic failure 
· Creation of formative assessments across curriculum with a focus on building purposeful vocabulary and background knowledge
· Thinklink assessment
· On-line writing assessment
· Teachers will use on-line lesson planning and create bans of standards based on common assessments
· Teach and use researched based effective teaching structures emphasizing the hook, holding activities and closure
Liberty Technology High School has shown improvement as indicated by the mathematics and English/language arts state test results, and the increasing graduation rate.  However, No Child Left Behind allows families to request transfers to schools not in improvement or corrective action.  A family’s first school choice and need for transportation will be considered in processing a transfer request; however, it may be necessary to prioritize requests based on income and achievement.  Two schools are approved to accept transfers, and a comparison of state performance data is provided in the chart on the next page.

Students zoned for Liberty Technology do not have to transfer.  Parent and community involvement in continuing to support the school is welcome.  Some of the ways to help include:
· meeting with the principal and visiting the school
· participating in parent-teacher meetings, extra-curricular activities, and school-sponsored events
· serving as a mentor for struggling students
· making sure your child attends school daily
· supporting good study habits by talking with your child often about school assignments
· limiting activities, such as television, electronic games, even part-time jobs, if necessary
· reviewing homework and test results
· encouraging participation in credit recovery and after-school tutoring if needed
· enrolling your student in Supplemental Educational Services if he/she qualifies.
The school district must plan now for the Fall 2009 school year.  The enclosed School Choice Form must be completed and returned to your student’s current principal or to Portia Hegmon in the school system’s central office.  Forms may be hand-delivered, mailed or faxed but must be received no later than August 7, 2009 by 4:00 p. m.  Requests to transfer currently enrolled students that are received after the deadline will not be approved and those students will attend the zoned school.
