Supplemental Educational Services are defined as tutoring and other supplemental academic enrichment services that are in addition to instruction provided during the school day.  Specific areas of instruction will be in mathematics, reading and language arts.  Instruction will only be offered to economically disadvantaged students (free or reduced lunch).   This service is NO COST TO PARENTS.   The SES program is of high quality, research-based, and specifically designed to increase the academic achievement of eligible students on the state assessment and to assist them in attaining proficiency in meeting the state's academic achievement.

	SES Process for Establishing Services


State approves a list of providers indicating the providers’ description of services, instructor qualifications, and record of effectiveness.  

JMCSS notifies parents and students about SES opportunity.  All students from low-income families are eligible to request services.  If funds are insufficient to meet all requests, JMCSS must give priority to the lowest achieving, low-income students.

Parents choose from the approved list of providers they believe will best meet their child’s academic needs by completing and returning SES forms to the school office.
JMCSS enters an agreement with the selected providers.

Providers make services available, beginning with the individual Student’s Learning Plan (SLP) and provides regular progress reports to the parents, students, teachers and SES site coordinator.  

Services may be offered afterschool or on Saturdays at the student’s school, home, public library, community center or a place designated and approved by JMCSS.
