New Business
[bookmark: _gjdgxs]School Based Health Center (SBHC)- (Discussion Only)-P. Johnson reviewed information that was in the board packet. She gave some history on how this came about. At this time, we have missed the deadline for the grant to move forward this year. The program would be paid with a grant of $60,000 from the state and it could be housed at either school and could help students not miss school by having access to health care at the school. It would be staffed by a doctor, nurse practitioner, or physician assistant. The clients are the students and could be their families. The clinic would only be open when students are here, not over holidays or summer break. We put out a survey for families to give feedback, there would not be a needle exchange in a school based center. P. Johnson read a letter of concern from a community member and a letter of support from a HS teacher. Discussion followed with community members and the board. P. Johnson will see if a representative from public health can come to the work session on Oct. 1st or the regular board meeting. Bangs stated that he had several concerns that he would like to discuss with the board, those will be addressed at one of the next meetings. No further discussion.
