Winterization and Fuel 

 Distributed blankets and warm clothes as well as fuel for heaters to 1000 families in Syria and 1,500 families in Lebanon, 

 including over 500 blankets purchased from a partner's women's sewing project to promote income generation 

Education and Child Protection 

 720 children in Syria through Child Friendly Spaces have access to a safe space to play and receive psychosocial sup

 port — 23 educators in Lebanon trained in Child Protection — 1000 Syrian children receive non-formal education in    

 Lebanon — Implementing quarterly networking and training events for educators in over 15 non-formal education pro

 grams in Lebanon 

Food and Basic Assistance 

 Over 4,000 households in Syria received monthly food assistance as well as over 2,000 refugee households in Lebanon 

 – Provided monthly health assistance for over 100 individuals in Lebanon – Almost 600 families with young children  

 received Milk and Diapers in Lebanon – Ongoing microloans given to households in Syria – Distributed 3800 hygiene

Emergency Response 

 Provided milk, diapers, food assistance and winterization for over 300 displaced households in 

 Mosul as well as ongoing  food and hygiene kits for over 100 households in Baghdad, Iraq 
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LEBANON 

Winter has arrived bringing with it bitter cold and Syrian refugees are bracing themselves for the incoming 

extreme weather. Those living in the rural region of the Bekaa are in desperate need of repairs for their 

shelters and fortification against the expected mud, rain and snow. Paid work has ceased for most        

refugees living in agricultural areas, which adds to the stress and burden of keeping warm and putting 

food on the table. 

Nearly ninety percent of Syrian refugees continue to live under crippling debt. They are resorting to     

negative coping strategies such as sending children to work or falling deeper in debt by borrowing food 

and money. As a result, ninety-three percent of refugees are currently mild-to-severely food insecure. The 

ongoing needs for refugees living in Lebanon this winter are blankets, fuel for heating, food, clean water, 

and safe spaces and education for children. 

SYRIA 

The crisis in Syria continues to detiorate. Aleppo, one of the largest cities in Syria, is currently home to up 

to 400,000 internally displaced people in need of immediate humanitarian aid. The Syrian government has 

recently taken over Eastern Aleppo, which had been rebel-held territory since 2012. During the fighting, 

many people were evacuated from besieged areas to Northern and Western Aleppo, while over 90,000 

people remain in the area. 

The number of Syrians in need of ongoing humanitarian assistance in the country is 13.5 million, six     
million of whom are children. Now that the cold weather has arrived, the need for fuel and winterization 
items is more pressing in the coming months, in addition to the constant need for adequate food, water, 
hygiene, and healthcare. 

IRAQ 

Thirty-one percent of internally displaced people in Iraq are food insecure, with 2.4 million 

people requiring food assistance and reports of water shortages continuing to emerge. In 

total, there are ten million people in need of humanitarian aid such as weather proof     

shelters, blankets, heating and medical care, in particular one million recently displaced 

from Mosul due to increased fighting in the effort to retake the city from Islamic State.  
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
