Industrialization and Workers�During this period, around 14 million people immigrated to the United States in the hope of finding work in the country's booming industrial centers. Streamlined factories led to greater efficiency, which in turn sometimes led to layoffs and unemployment. In the late 1800s, many workers organized labor unions to improve their wages and working conditions. From 1881 to 1900 there were some 24,000 strikes in the nation's factories, mines, mills, and rail yards.

The Growth of Big Business�The late 1800s gave rise to new forms of big business. The new giant industries often had factories and offices in different regions, combined multiple operations together, and needed huge amounts of money. In some cases, these combinations led to monopolies. In response, Congress passed the Sherman Antitrust Act, which outlawed any combination of companies that restrained interstate trade or commerce.

A Technological Revolution�The post-war years gave rise to a period of tremendous technological growth, encompassing the widespread use of the steam engine and the invention of the light bulb and the telephone. In 1869, a transcontinental railroad was completed, revolutionizing business by increasing the speed of transportation, lowering the costs of production, and creating national markets.
