Guidelines for School Re-opening and Precautions

Low Spread of Covid-19 in the Community
Students will attend school as usual.
Multiple safety precautions are initiated to minimize risk to students and staff. These include:
Masking will be required of food service personnel.
Multiple Dining areas may be utilized.
Additional hand sanitizing stations.
Enhanced distancing in the classrooms, cafeteria, hallways, school buses.
Bus seating will be assigned based upon exposure precautions.
Safety precautions will be initiated regarding cases or suspected cases.
Athletic and extracurricular activities are operating according to TSSAA/TMSAA Guidelines
Mass assemblies and gatherings will be suspended.
Masks will be required of students/staff.
Field trips will be limited.
Additional sanitizing of high-touch areas and school buses will occur.
Additional precautions will be implemented as necessary.
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Moderate spread of Covid-19 in the Community
Students will receive devices to download weekly assignments
Teachers and Staff will report to school sites and be available for Support, Questions, etc.
Daily Assignments will mirror a typical school day
Some students may continue on-campus activities (ESL, Therapies, etc)
On-campus activities will require masks
On-campus activities will require social distancing
Feeding services may be initiated (depending on allowability by TDOE)
Athletic and extracurricular activities will follow TSSAA Guidelines
Additional precautions will be implemented based upon guidance from local/state/federal
health officials.
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
