Shirts/Blouses
(Girls)

Must cover the front and back of torso at all times.
Sleeve opening must cover armpits

Undershirt or tank top must cover the chest.

Midriff length blouses, mesh
garments, and low-cut tops are
not allowed.

No see-through materials may
be worn without an undershirt
or tank top.

Tank tops, spaghetti strapped
shirts or narrow strapped
dresses must be worn with a
sweater, jacket, or shrug.

Shirts (Boys)

All shirts when not tucked in should be no longer
than the split of the pant.

The sleeve opening on an appropriately designed
garment must completely cover armpits.

Shirts with buttoned fronts are to be buttoned at alll
times with the exception of the collar button and
one more if the shirt appearance allows it.

No tank tops or muscle shirts
will be permitted unless worn
under a sports shirt providing a
layered affect

T-shirts designed as
undergarments may not be
worn as an outer shirt.

Midriff or mesh shirts are not
allowed.

Pants/Shorts

Other Garments

All pants must be worn above the hips. Jeans,
slacks or shorts that are “Sag” and/or “Bag”
clothing will not be allowed to be worn at school
function.

Jeans, slacks and shorts must be properly sized
and fitted in the waist and crotch area. The width of
the leg bottom must be worn no larger than 10
inches.

Shorts, warm-up pants, and jogging pants or
similar styles of dress are permitted. These styles
must not be fitted.

Tights are not permitted.

Distressed jeans are allowed
but may not have holes above
the knee that expose the skin.

Holes below knee must not be
larger than 2” in diameter.




Dresses/Skirts

Dresses and skirts should be no shorter than the
knee.

Slits may not be higher than the knee
