COURSE DESCRIPTION





Service-learning is a method by which young people learn and develop through active participation in thoughtfully organized service experiences.  People immediately think of service learning as volunteerism, but there is a difference between community service and service learning.  Service-learning is blending both service and learning goals in which both occur and are enriched by each other.  The main difference between community service and service learning is that service-learning is linking the service back to learning objectives. Service-learning projects are student led, not teacher led.  Service learning was board approved as a graduation requirement beginning with the freshman class of 2010.  The credit will require completion of the service learning curriculum and 40 documented hours of service.  Students have to complete 10 hours per year; therefore, 40 hours in order to graduate from Oneida High School.
