- UPDATES AND REMINDERS FROM THE GUIDANCE OFFICE -

 Detailed information and application forms for the programs listed below are available in the Guidance Office.  Just stop by the reception desk and see Mrs. Glaza or one of our office workers for assistance.

IMPORTANT OPPORTUNITIES & INFORMATION:

· Register NOW for the April ACT:  If you haven’t taken the test yet or just want one more chance to improve your scores, plan to take the ACT on April 10.  Registration deadline is March 5.  Test registration forms and preparation information for the ACT is available in the Guidance Office Area. 
Students who qualify for free or reduced lunch, wards of the state or foster children are eligible for two fee waivers per year while funds are available.  See Mrs. Delaney for the ACT fee waiver form.
· Students must complete the  FAFSA (Free Application for Federal Student Aid) to qualify for federal and state financial aid such as grants, loans and work study programs.  Information packet with details about online filing is now available.     Be sure to use forms dated for the school year of 2010 – 2011.  The FAFSA website is www.fafsa.ed.gov
· The Selective Service System requires that all males register within 30 days of their 18th birthday.  Those who don’t register risk losing the opportunity to receive federal loans and to hold federal jobs.  You can register online at www.sss.gov or at the local post office.

· Linesman Tech Training Program is now available at Somerset Community & Technical College.  Initial training is 8 weeks at a cost of $2,800.  Must have diploma and be capable of climbing and physical labor.  Multiple employment opportunities.
· Disney Internships are available at www.disneycareers.com
· University of KY Engineer’s Day and Open House – Saturday, February 20 from 9 to 1 at its complex in Lexington.  Over 20 contests, demonstrations, representatives from industry and a chance to win $4000 scholarship drawing for a qualified high school student.  Go to www.engr.uky.edu/eday.

· NKU Academy exists to provide prospective students access to NKU if they have been denied admission.  It is an intensive 5 week summer program from July 6 – August 6.  Students take two developmental courses.  The Academy will host an Open House on March 25. Information flyer in the Guidance Area.

· EKU’s First Step to College – is a transition program for enrolling  freshmen at EKU whose sub-scores on the ACT are less than the benchmarks set for standard admission.  This six week summer program allows you to have an uncomplicated start while providing a jumpstart on building college skills and earning credits.

· UK Freshman Summer Program (FSP) is designed to prepare students for the academic rigor of UK and to improve success in transition for minority, first generation and/or low income students.  It will be held June 6 – July 16.  Participants can earn up to 6 hours of college credit.  Program cost is only $400 plus an activity fee.  Application deadline: March 15.

· Greater Cincinnati Apprenticeship Council announces the other 4-year degree for seniors who are not interested in going to college but know that training in a trade is essential after high school graduation.  Stop by the office and look at the opportunities available.  Copies of information can be made upon request.

· Rotary Youth Exchange offers students an opportunity to travel and study abroad for a year.  More information at www.rotary.org. 
· Louisville National College Fair is Saturday, February 27, from 2 – 5 p.m. at the Kentucky International Convention Center in downtown Louisville.

· UK PEPP: Are you planning on a career in medicine or dentistry? Then PEPP may be one of the most valuable summer opportunities that you can experience.  It is a residential 4 week program on UK’s campus that includes hospital and clinical rotations as well as academic enrichment.  Applications must be received by March 3.

· James F. Bertsch Memorial Scholarship at Thomas More College – is a scholarship opportunity for seniors in Boone, Campbell, Kenton & Pendleton Counties.  Applicant is to have a GPA of a 3.0 and be active in extracurricular programs.  Application details available.  Deadline is April 15.

Include a copy of their high school transcript with GPA and a scholarship application.  Maximum award is $3000.  Application forms in our office. Deadline: March 15.
· George Crafton Memorial Scholarship: This $1000 award is for a high school senior who intends to major in the fields of agriculture or conservation of natural resources.  Applicants must submit two letters of recommendation, completed application with an essay and most recent transcript.  Deadline: Wednesday, February 24.
· U of L Northern Kentucky/ Greater Cincinnati Alumni Club announces the annual Dane A. Wagge Scholarship for an area senior who plans to attend U of L as a freshman in the fall.  Student must have a 3.0 GPA and an ACT of 20 or above.  Deadline: May 1.

· AgriBusiness Association of Ky (ABAK) Scholarship is to assist students majoring in agriculture.  This scholarship in the amount of $1000 is based on merit and need.  Postmark Deadline: June 1.
