* With modesty in mind, the following dress
code guidelines will be enforced.



* The following rules and guidelines apply to
both Scurry-Rosser High School students
and their dates. It is the responsibility of
the students of S-RISD to inform their
dates of these guidelines.



#1

Dresses may not be cut below the bust line.
The bust continues around your sides
directly under the armpit. With arms down
at your side, If flesh touches flesh below
the bust line, the dress is inappropriate.

* Necklines of female students must not be
lower than five inches from the base of the
neck.

* Hemlines should be no shorter than three
Inches above the knees.

Pinning and Fabric Inserts

* No pinning will be allowed as an alteration
for a dress If without the pins the dress
does not meet dress code.

 Fabric inserts must be sewn not pinned on
the dress If without the inserts the dress
does not meet dress code.

* No cover-ups (coats, shawls, sweaters)
will be allowed over dresses that do not

meet dress code.



While we will be reasonable in our
Interpretation of these guidelines, we want
you to know that you will not be allowed
Into the dance If you are dressed
Inappropriately.

Most importantly, this dress code does not
limit your ability to show your style and
unigueness.

Not Allowed

Body piercing jewelry except in the ears of
female students. Spacers for earrings or body
piercing.

Visible tattoos.

Cosmetic contact lenses of a color not natural
to a person or patterned lenses unless such
color or pattern is prescribed by a doctor as
necessary for sight correction.

Halir colors not natural to a person (l.e green,
orange, purple, etc), or spiked hair.



Male Hair Code

The length of the hair of male students and
dates must not be long enough to extend below
the eyebrow, extend completely over the collar,
or be excessively full on the sides or in the back.
The hair may not extend or cover over one-half
of the ear and sideburns must not extend past
the ear lobe or should they extend forward on
the face. All male students should be clean
shaven. Rattails, strands of hair or any other
type of tail are not permitted. Any design in the
hair Is prohibited.
