The Virgin of Glastonbury
R The destiny of Mary
™ after the death of her
son is the subject of
_ several legends. One of
' the most curious tales
' of the founding of the
abbey of Glastonbury in
England. Its founder
L was said to be Joseph of
Arimathea who gave his
tomb for the burial of
Christ after the Crucifix-
ion. His legend has him
depart for Britain with
eleven disciples. There,
he build a church dedi-
cated to the Virgin. As
proof of her approval, Mary appeared to him, initiating the cult
of the Virgin in the British Isles. In truth, the early Christians did
not formally venerate the Virgin in the first century, and Glas-
tonbury Abbey was not founded until after the fifth century. In
the Middle Ages, an important pilgrimage on the eighth of Sep-
tember honored the birth of the Virgin.
The Glastonbury legend also tells that the Last Supper was held
in the house of Joseph of Arimathea, and that he kept the chal-
ice and a little of the blood of Jesus. The sacred vessel, the Holy
Grail, became the basis of the story of King Arthur. Some say
that the place where Joseph hid the Grail lies somewhere at
Glastonbury, under the protection of the Virgin. Henry VIII had
the abbey destroyed when he broke with Rome in the sixteenth
century. In 1955, a statue of Our Lady of Glastonbury was re-
stored to the site, and was solemnly crowned in 1965.
