SUPPORT STAFF

Support staff personnel are those employees who need not hold a license issued by the Virginia Board of Education in order to obtain their positions. This category includes, but is not limited to, non-licensed administrative, clerical, maintenance, transportation, food services, and paraprofessional positions.

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Reduction in Support Staff Work Force

The Code of Virginia does not specify a procedure or process for the employment of support staff.  Virginia does recognize support staff personnel; an employee assigned full-time to a position not categorized as a teacher or administrative/supervisory personnel.  In securing the services of support staff, it is the intent of the Tazewell County School Board to maintain a procedure that is based on the tenet of good faith and fairness.
