Dear Parent,

Three times each year, every WCSSD student takes a universal screening test known as AIMSWEB PLUS.  The purpose of this test is to monitor each student’s progress toward meeting his or her academic goals for the school year.  This test can also help your child’s teacher understand which specific skills he or she needs extra help to master.
Your child’s scores indicate that he/she is experiencing some academic challenges.  A support team made up of your child’s teachers, the school principal, the school’s intervention teachers, and the district data coach has reviewed the most recent test results.  The team recommends that this student receive some additional help in meeting his or her academic goals.  This program is known as RTI2.
This student will receive additional instruction time each day.  The checkbox above indicates the level of intervention recommended.  If the support team recommends assignment to a Tier 2 intervention group, the student may receive up to 30 extra minutes of instruction each day.  If the support team recommends assignment to a Tier 3 intervention group, the student may receive up to 45 extra minutes of instruction each day.  The student will continue to follow his or her regular schedule for the rest of the school day.  This extra time will be used to focus on specific basic skills that will help the student meet his or her academic goals.

During this additional instructional time, the student will work with a teacher in a small group setting.  This teacher will use research-based materials to help the student master the specific skills that the test indicates he or she needs help with.  The teacher will monitor the student’s progress at least every two weeks.  Every 4 to 5 weeks, the teacher will meet with the support team to discuss the student’s progress.  The team may recommend that the student continues to receive intervention at the current level, that the student receives even more intervention time, or that the student no longer needs intervention.
Parents often ask how they can help students become successful learners.  Reading aloud at home often helps students.  Practicing math skills and discussing what students are doing at school helps reinforce the importance of education.  When students understand that their parents and teachers believe in their ability to improve, they are often encouraged to work hard and do their best.
