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W e, the undersigned, desire to live in a nation which honors God . . . in halls of 
government, in halls of justice, in halls of education, in halls of business, in halls of 
worship, and in halls of homes. 

Yet, our nation continues to distance itself, in culture and in policy, from the things of 
God. There is no longer a nationally recognized and respected voice for the things of 
God in America. Churches representing Christ in America, once influential guides of the 
spiritual, ethical, and moral being of our country are in decline, and their influence upon 
the country is greatly curtailed or non-existent. 
 
Godless arrogance, at large among political leadership, has resulted in continued 
disintegration of effective and healthy state and national policies. Decline of religious 
instruction in homes and churches has led to clouded understanding of God and the 
embracing of Christian and pagan thought w ith equal standing. 
 
A liberal political philosophy, historically weak in the face of evil, continues its 
influence at a time when we most desperately need protection from evil from within and 
beyond our borders.  
 
Concepts of responsibility to God, responsibility to others, and self-sacrifice are lost in a 
national sea of greed and self-entitlement.  
 
W e believe these conditions constitute a spiritual and cultural attack upon the health 
and welfare of our nation.  
 
Seventy years ago in a great world conflict, a group of young Americans risked or gave 
their lives in defense of this great nation. They prevailed. In so doing, they secured a 
future of freedom and opportunity in which we now stand to endorse foundational 
American principles of life and belief. One of the stories that emerged from that war has 
inspired our thought and given title to this contract… ”Twelve23.”  
 
On December 23, 1944, an entire American armored division was retreating from the 
German army in the Ardennes forest when a sergeant in a U .S. tank destroyer spotted 
an American soldier digging a foxhole. The soldier, a Private named M artin of the 
325th Glider Infantry Regiment, looked up and asked, “Are you men looking for a safe 
place?” “Yes,” answered the tanker. “W ell buddy,” he drawled, “just pull your vehicle 
behind me. I'm the 82nd Airborne, and this is as far as the (enemy) is going.”
