School District in the amount of $19,268,040 be adopted.   

 

 Be it further resolved that the Board of School Directors of the Greenville Area 

School District hereby authorize the appropriation and expenditure of funds as itemized in 

said budget during the fiscal year beginning July 1, 2015 and ending June 30, 2016.  The 

necessary revenue for said budget shall be provided by a school tax on real estate which is 

hereby levied and assessed at the rate of 59.86 mills, on the total amount of the assessed 

valuation of all property taxable for school purposes or at the rate of five dollars and ninety 

eight cents ($5.98) on each hundred dollars ($100) of assessed valuation of taxable 

property. 

 

 Be it further resolved that additional taxes in support of the 2015-16 school budget 

be adopted which consist of a five dollar ($5.00) per capita authorized by Section 679 of the 

School Code and those Act 511 taxes that are continued  

from year to year unless amended or repealed.
